(a) The mninmum total survivors annuity payable on
account of the death of a participant shall be 60% (50%if

the death occurred before the effective date of this

anendat ory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly) of the

retirement annuity which would have been provided under Rule
1, Rule 2, Rule 3, or Rule 5 of Section 15-136 upon the
participant's attainment of the mninum age at which the
penalty for early retirement would not be applicable or the
date of the participant's death, whichever is later, on the
basis of credits earned prior to the tinme of death

(b) The mninmum total survivors annuity payable on
account of the death of an annuitant shall be 60% (50%if the

death occurred before the effective date of this anendatory

Act of the 92nd General Assenbly) of either the retirement

annuity which is payable under Section 15-136 at the tine of
death or 50%ef the disability retirement annuity payable

under Section 15-153.2, whichever is applicable.

(b-5) This mninmmsurvivors annuity shall apply to each
partici pant and annuitant who dies after Septenber 16, 1979,
whet her or not his or her enployee status term nates before
or after that date.

The <changes to this Section nmade by this anendatory Act

of the 92nd Ceneral Assenbly apply without regard to whether
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the deceased participant or annuitant was in service on or

after the effective date of this anendatory Act.

(c) If an annuitant has elected a reversionary annuity,
the retirement annuity referred to in this Section is that
whi ch woul d have been payable had such election not been
filed.
