changi ng Section 50 as foll ows:

Sec. 50. Naprapathic Examning Conmttee. The D rector
shal | appoint a Naprapathic Exam ning Conmttee to consist of
7 persons who shall be appointed by and shall serve in an
advi sory capacity to the Director. Five nenbers nmust hold an
active license to engage in the practice of naprapathy in

this State. Committee nenbership shall consist of at |east

one appoi ntee, who shall be a nmenber in good standing, from

each of t he following: (i) the Anerican Naprapathic

Associ ation; (ii) the lllinois Naprapathic Association, and

(iii) the naprapathic faculty of the Chicago National Coll ege

of Naprapathy, one nenber shall be a physician licensed to

practice nedicine in all of its branches in Illinois, and one
menber nust be a nenber of the public who is not |I|icensed
under this Act or a simlar Act of another jurisdiction or
has no connection with the profession. The initial appointees

who woul d otherwi se be required to be |icensed naprapaths
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shal | instead be individuals who have been practicing
naprapathy for at least 5 years and who would be eligible
under this Act for licensure as naprapaths. Neither the
public nmenber nor the physician nmenber shall participate in
the preparation or admnistration of the exam nation of

applicants for licensure. The public nenber shall not be a

voti ng menber.

Menber s shall serve 4 vyear ternms and until their
successors are appointed and qualified, except that of the
initial appointnents, 2 nmenbers shall be appointed to serve
for 2 years, 2 shall be appointed to serve for 3 years and
the remai ni ng nenbers shall be appointed to serve for 4 years
and wuntil their successors are appointed and qualified. No
menber shall be reappointed to the Conmttee for a term that
woul d cause his or her continuous service on the Conmttee to
be longer than 8 consecutive years. Appointnments to fil
vacancies shall be mde in the sane manner as original
appoi ntnents, for the unexpired portion of the vacated term
Initial ternms shall begin upon the effective date of this
Act . Commttee nmenbers in office on that date shall be

appointed to specific terns as indicated in this Section.

The Commttee shall annually elect a chairman and a
vi ce-chairman who shall preside in the absence of the
chai r man.

The nmenbership of the Commttee should reasonably refl ect
representation fromthe geographic areas in this State.

The Director nay term nate the appoi ntnment of any nenber
for cause.

The Director my give due consi derati on to al
recommendati ons of the Commtt ee.

Wthout Ilimting the power of the Departnent to conduct
investigations in any manner, the Commttee nmay recommend to
the Director that one or nore |icensed naprapaths be sel ected

by the Drector to conduct or assist in any investigation
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under this Act. A licensed naprapath so sel ected may receive
remuneration as determ ned by the Director.
