Sec. 1-10. Drug convictions.

(a) Persons convicted of an offense under the Illinois
Controll ed Substances Act or the Cannabis Control Act which
is a Cass Xfelony, or a Cdass 1 felony, or conparabl e
federal crimnal |aw which has as an el enent the possession,
use, or distribution of a controlled substance, as defined in
Section 102(6) of the federal Controlled Substances Act (21
US C 802(c)), shall not be eligible for cash assistance
provi ded under this Code.

(b) A person Perseons convicted of any ot her felony under
the 1llinois Controlled Substances Act or the Cannabis
Control Act which is not a Class X or Cass 1 felony, or
conparable federal crimnal |aw which has as an el enent the
possession, use, or distribution of a controlled substance,

as defined in Section 102(6) of the federal Controlled

Subst ances Act (21 U. S.C. 802(c)), may, if he or she is

otherwise shall-not-be eligible for cash assi stance provided

under this Code, receive cash assistance for a maxinum of 3

nmonths in his or her lifetine after for-2-years-fromthe date

of his or her conviction. This limtation prehibttien shal
not apply if the person is in a drug treatnent program
aftercare program or simlar programas defined by rule.

(c) Persons shall not be determned ineligible for food
stanps provided under this Code based upon a conviction of

any felony or conparable federal or State crimnal |aw which
