(a) The Departnent nmay furnish, pursuant to positive

identification, records of convictions sinultaneously to the

Departnent of Professional Regul ati on and agencies |icensed

pursuant to the Private Detective, Private Al arm Private

Security, and Locksmth Act of 1993 for the purpose of

nmeeting registration or licensure requirenents under The
Private Detective, Private Alarm and Private Security Act of
1983.

(b) The Departnent nmay furnish, pursuant to positive

identification, records of convictions to the Illinois Liquor

Control Comm ssion and to policing bodies of this State for

the purpose of assisting |local liquor control conm ssioners
in carrying out their duty to refuse to issue licenses to
persons specified 1in paragraphs (4), (5 and (6) of Section
6-2 of The Liquor Control Act of 1934.

(c) The Departnent shall charge an application fee,
based on actual costs, for the dissem nation of records
pursuant to this Section. Fees recei ved for t he
dissem nation of records pursuant to this Section shall be
deposited in the State Police Services Fund. The Departnent
is enpowered to establish this fee and to prescribe the form
and manner for requesting and f urni shi ng convi ction
i nformation pursuant to this Section.

(d) Any di ssem nati on of any information obtained
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pursuant to this Section to any person not specifically
authorized hereby to receive or use it for the purpose for
which it was dissemi nated shall <constitute a violation of
Section 7.
