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AN ACT concerni ng fees.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Counties Code is anended by changing

Section 4-2002.1 as foll ows:

(55 ILCS 5/4-2002.1) (from Ch. 34, par. 4-2002.1)

Sec. 4-2002.1. State's attorney fees in counties of
3,000,000 or nore population. This Section applies only to
counties with 3,000,000 or nore inhabitants.

(a) State's attorneys are shall--be entitled to the
follow ng fees:

For each conviction in prosecutions on indictments for
first degree nurder, second degree nurder, i nvol unt ary
mansl aughter, crimnal sexual assault, aggravated cri m nal
sexual assault, aggravated crim nal sexual abuse, ki dnapping,
arson and forgery, $60. All other cases punishable by
i mprisonment in the penitentiary, $60.

For each conviction in other cases tried before judges of
the circuit court, $30; except that if the convictionis in a
case which may be assigned to an associ ate judge, whether or
not it is in fact assigned to an associate judge, the fee
shal | be $20.

For prelimnary exam nations for each defendant held to
bail or recogni zance, $20.

For each exam nation of a party bound over to keep the
peace, $20.

For each defendant held to answer in a circuit court on a
charge of paternity, $20.

For each trial on a charge of paternity, $60.

For each case of appeal taken fromhis county or fromthe

county to which a change of venue is taken to his county to
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the Suprenme or Appellate Court when prosecuted or defended by
him $100.

For each day actually enployed in the trial of a case,
$50; in which case the court before whomthe case is tried
shal | make an order specifying the nunber of days for which a
per diemshall be all owed.

For each day actually enployed in the trial of cases of
felony arising in their respective counties and taken by
change of venue to another county, $50; and the court before
whom the <case is tried shall make an order specifying the
nunber of days for which said per diemshall be allowed; and
it is hereby nmade the duty of each State's attorney to
prepare and try each case of felony arising when so taken by
change of venue.

For assisting in a trial of each case on an indictnent
for felony brought by change of venue to their respective
counties, the sane fees they would be entitled to if such
i ndi ctmrent had been found for an offense commtted in his
county, and it shall be the duty of the State's attorney of
the county to which such cause is taken by change of venue to
assist in the trial thereof.

For each <case of forfeited recognizance where t he
forfeiture is set aside at the instance of the defense, in
addition to the ordinary costs, $20 for each defendant.

For each proceeding in a circuit court to inquire into
the alleged nental illness of any person, $20 for each
def endant .

For each proceeding in a circuit court to inquire into
the al |l eged dependency or delingquency of any child, $20.

For each day actually enployed in the hearing of a case
of habeas corpus in which the people are interested, $50.

Al the foregoing fees shall be taxed as costs to be
collected from the defendant, if possible, upon conviction.

But in cases of inquiry into the nental illness of any person
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alleged to be nentally ill, in cases on a charge of paternity
and in cases of appeal in the Suprene or Appellate Court,
where judgnent is in favor of the accused, the fees all owed
the State's attorney therein shall be retained out of the
fines and forfeitures collected by themin other cases.

Ten per cent of all noneys except revenue, collected by
them and paid over to the authorities entitled thereto, which
per cent together with the fees provided for herein that are
not collected from the parties tried or exam ned, shall be
paid out of any fines and forfeited recognizances collected
by them provided however, that in proceedings to foreclose
the lien of delinquent real estate taxes State's attorneys
shall receive a fee, to be credited to the earnings of their
office, of 10% of the total amount realized fromthe sale of
real estate sold in such proceedings. Such fees shall be paid
from the total anount realized fromthe sale of the rea
estate sold in such proceedi ngs.

State's attorneys shall have a lien for their fees on al
judgments for fines or forfeitures procured by them and on
nmoneys except revenue received by themuntil such fees and
earnings are fully paid.

No fees shall be charged on nore than 10 counts in any
one indictnent or information on trial and conviction; nor on
nmore than 10 counts against any one defendant on pl eas of
guilty.

The Gircuit Court may direct that of all nonies received,
by restitution or otherw se, which nonies are ordered paid to
the Departnent of Public Ad or the Departnment of Human
Services (acting as successor to the Departnent of Public Ad
under the Departnent of Human Services Act) as a direct
result of the efforts of the State's attorney and which
paynments arise fromGCvil or Crimnal prosecutions involving
the Illinois Public Ad Code or the Crimnal Code, the

followng anmounts shall be paid quarterly by the Departnent
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of Public Aid or the Departnent of Human Services to the
Ceneral Corporate Fund of the County in which the prosecution
or cause of action took place:

(1) where the nonies result from child support
obligations, not |less than 25% of the federal share of
t he noni es received,

(2) where the nonies result fromother than child
support obligations, not |less than 25% of +the State's
share of the nonies received.

(b) A municipality shal | be entitled to a $10
prosecution fee for each conviction for a violation of the
I1linois Vehicle Code prosecuted by the nunicipal attorney
pursuant to Section 16-102 of that Code which is tried before
a circuit or associate judge and shall be entitled to a $10
prosecution fee for each conviction for a violation of a
muni ci pal vehicle ordinance prosecuted by the rmunicipal

attorney which is tried before a circuit or associate |udge.

Such fee shall be taxed as costs to be collected fromthe
defendant, if possible, upon conviction. A nmunicipality
shall have a lien for such prosecution fees on all judgnents

or fines procured by the nunicipal attorney from prosecutions
for violations of the Illinois Vehicle Code and nmnunicipal
vehi cl e ordi nances.

For the purposes of this subsection (b), "nunicipal
vehi cl e ordi nance" nmeans any ordi nance enacted pursuant to
Sections 11-40-1, 11-40-2, 11-40-2a and 11-40-3 of the
I[llinois Minicipal Code or any ordinance enacted by a
muni ci pality which is simlar to a provision of Chapter 11 of
the Illinois Vehicle Code.
