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AN ACT concerning the i muni zation of children.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

Chi | dhood | nmuni zati on | nsurance Act.

Section 5. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Child i mmunizations"” means i muni zations, including the
i mmuni zing agent (reinbursenent for which shall not exceed
150% of the average whol esal e price) which, as determ ned by
the Departnment of Public Health, conformw th the standards
of the Advisory Commttee on Immuni zation Practices of the
Centers for Disease Control of the United States Departnent
of Health and Human Servi ces.

"Heal th insurance policy" neans any individual or group
accident and health insurance policy, contract, or plan
(other than a specified-di sease policy) that provides nedical
coverage on an expense-incurred, service, or prepaid basis
and provides dependent coverage for children. The term
includes, but is not limted to, the foll ow ng:

(1) an accident and health insurance policy issued
by a corporation organized wunder the Voluntary Health
Services Plans Act or by a conpany authorized to transact
busi ness under the Illinois |Insurance Code;

(2) a health care plan operated under the Health
Mai nt enance Organi zation Act; and

(3) an enployee welfare benefit plan as defined in
Section 3 of the federal Enployee Retirenent |ncone

Security Act of 1974 (ERI SA).

Section 10. Child inmmunizations. Except as provided in

Section 25, a health insurance policy that 1is delivered,
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issued for delivery, renewed, extended, or nodified in this
State after the effective date of this Act nust provide that
the health insurance benefits applicable under the policy
i ncl ude coverage for child inmunizations. A health insurance
policy nust provide for coverage for nedically necessary
boost er doses of all immnizing agents wused in child

i nmuni zati ons.

Section 15. Delivery of policy. Except as provided in
Section 25, if a health insurance policy provides coverage or
benefits to a resident of this State, it shall be deenmed to
be delivered in this State within the neaning of this Act,
regardless of whether the health care insurer issuing or
delivering the policy is located wthin or outside this

St at e.

Section 20. Copaynents and deducti bl es.

(a) Benefits for child inmunization services are subject
to copaynent and coi nsurance provisions of a health insurance
policy to the extent that other nedical services covered by
the policy are subject to those provisions.

(b) Benefits for child inmunization services are exenpt
from deductible or dollar |imt provisions in a health
i nsurance policy. This exenption nust be explicitly provided

for in the policy.

Section 25. Exenption. Notw thstanding Sections 10 and
15, this Act shall not be construed to require a health
i nsurance policy to include coverage for child inmunizations
for an individual who is a resident of this State if both of
the foll ow ng apply:
(1) The individual is enployed outside this State.
(2) The individual's enployer maintains a health

insurance policy for the individual as an enpl oynent

Section 30. Rules. The Departnent of Public Health and
the Departnent of Insurance shall pronulgate rules necessary

to inplenent this Act.

Section 35. Application of Act. This Act applies to al
group and individual policies of accident and heal t h
i nsur ance, subscri ber contracts, and group insurance
certificates issued under any group master policy that are
anmended, delivered, issued, or renewed after the effective

date of this Act.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect wupon
