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AN ACT concerni ng di saster vol unteers.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act my be cited as the

Local Governnent D saster Service Vol unteer Act.

Section 5. Application and Adoption by Ordinance. This
Act applies to all counties, nmunicipalities, townships, and
home rule wunits that, by ordinance, adopt the provisions of

this Act.

Section 10. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Local agency" includes all depart nents, of ficers,
comm ssions, boards, institutions, and bodies politic and
corporate of |ocal governnents as defined in the Counties
Code, Township Code, and Illinois Minicipal Code.

"Disaster” includes disasters designated at Level |11 and
above in the Anmerican National Red Cross Regul ations and

Pr ocedur es.

Section 15. Local Governnent D saster Service Volunteer
Leave. An enployee of a Ilocal agency who is a certified
di saster service volunteer of the Anerican Red Cross may be
granted |l eave fromhis or her work wwth pay for not nore than
20 working days in any 12-nonth period to participate in
speci alized disaster relief services for the American Red
Cross, wupon the request of the Arerican Red Cross for the
services of that enployee and wupon the approval of that
enpl oyee's agency, wthout |oss of seniority, pay, vacation
time, conpensatory tine, personal days, sick time, or earned
overtinme accunul ati on. The agency nust conpensate an enpl oyee

granted |eave wunder this Section at his or her regular rate
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of pay for those regular work hours during which the enpl oyee
is absent fromwork. Leave under this Act may be granted only
for services related to a disaster occurring within the State

of Illinois.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect wupon
