AN ACT concerning park districts.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Park District Code is anended by

changi ng Section 10-7 as foll ows:

(70 ILCS 1205/10-7) (from Ch. 105, par. 10-7)

Sec. 10-7. Sale, lease, or exchange of realty.

(a) Any park district owning and holding any real estate
is authorized (1) to give, sell, or |lease that sueh property

to the State of Illinois, with the State's consent, or

another unit of Illinois State or |ocal governnent for public

use, or (2) to |lease that property upon the terns and at the

price that the board determ nes for a period not to exceed 99
years to any corporation organi zed under the laws of this
State, tn-etther-ecase for public use.;-and-provided-that The

grantee or |lessee nust covenant eevenants to hold and

mai ntai n the sueh property for public park or recreational
purposes unless the or-sueh park district obtains other real
property of substantially the sane size or larger and of
substantially the same or greater suitability for park
pur poses w thout additional cost to the sueh district. In the

case of property gqiven or sold under this subsection after

the effective date of this amendatory Act of the 92nd Gener al

Assenbly for which this covenant is required, the conveyance

must provide that ownership of the property automatically

reverts to the grantor if the grantee knowingly violates the

requi red covenant by allowing all or any part of the property

to be wused for purposes other than park or recreational

pur poses. Real estate qgiven, sold, or leased to the State of

Illinois wunder this subsection (1) nust be 50 acres or nore

in size, (2) may not be located within the territorial limts
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of anunicipality, and (3) my not be the site of an

environnental liability or hazard.

(b) Any park district owning or holding any real estate
is authorized to convey such property to a nongovernnental
entity 1in exchange for other real property of substantially
equal or greater value as determned by 2 appraisals of the
property and of substantially the same or greater suitability
for park purposes w thout additional cost to such district.

Prior to such exchange with a nongovernnental entity the
park board shall hold a public neeting in order to consider
the proposed conveyance. Notice of such neeting shall be
publ i shed not less than three tines (the first and |ast
publ i cation being not [ess than 10 days apart) in a newspaper
of general circulation within the park district. |If there is
no such newspaper, then such notice shall be posted in not
| ess than 3 public places in said park district and such
notice shall not becone effective until 10 days after said
publication or posting.

(c) Notw thstanding any other provision of this Act,
this subsection (c) shall apply only to park districts that
serve territory within a nunicipality having nore than 40, 000
i nhabitants and within a county having nore than 260,000
i nhabitants and bordering the M ssissippi River. Any park
district owning or holding real estate is authorized to sel
that property to any not-for-profit corporation organized
under the laws of this State wupon the condition that the
corporation uses the property for public park or recreational
prograns for youth. The park district shall have the right
of re-entry for breach of condition subsequent. If the
corporation stops using the property for these purposes, the
property shall revert back to ownership of the park district.
Any tenporary suspension of use caused by the construction of
i nprovenents on the property for public park or recreational

progranms for youth is not a breach of condition subsequent.
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Prior to the sale of the property to a not-for-profit
corporation, the park board shall hold a public neeting to
consider the proposed sale. Notice of the neeting shall be
published not Iless than 3 tines (the first and | ast
publication being not [ess than 10 days apart) in a newspaper
of general circulation within the park district. |If there is
no such newspaper, then the notice shall be posted in not
| ess than 3 public places in the park district. The notice
shall be published or posted at |east 10 days before the
meeting. A resolution to approve the sale of the property to
a not-for-profit corporation requires adoption by a mgjority
of the park board.

(d) Real estate, not subject to such covenant or which
has not been conveyed and replaced as provided in this
Section, may be conveyed in the manner provided by Sections
10-7a to 10-7d hereof, inclusive.

(e) In addition to any other power provided in this
Section, any park district owning or holding real estate that
the board deens is not required for park or recreational
pur poses may | ease such real estate to any individual or
entity and may collect rents therefrom Such | ease shall not
exceed 2 and one-half times the termof years provided for in
Section 8-15 governing installnment purchase contracts.

(f) Notwthstanding any other provision of law, if (i)
the real estate that a park district with a population of
3,000 or less transfers by |ease, |I|icense, devel opnent
agreenent, or other neans to any private entity is greater
than 70% of the district's total property and (ii) the
current wuse of the real estate will be substantially altered
by that private entity, the real estate nay be conveyed only
in the manner provided for 1in Sections 10-7a, 10-7b, and
10- 7c.
