(a) A retailer who sells alcoholic bever ages f or

consunption on the prenises shall post, in a conspi cuous

place, a sign that clearly reads: "Vr ni ng: Dri nki ng

al coholic beverages during pregnancy can cause birth

defects."” The sign shall include a picture, occupying not

|l ess than one-half of the sign, illustrating a pregnant wonan

and the international red "prohibited" synbol over an

al coholic beverage. The illustration shall be no smaller than

11 inches by 17 inches.

(b) The Depar t ment shal | make such warning signs

available to retailers of alcoholic beverages and shal

pronulgate rules with respect to the formand the posti ng of

such signs. A fee nmay be charged by the Departnment to cover
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printing, postage, and handling expenses.

(c) A person who fails or refuses to post the sign as

required in this Section shall be quilty of a (dass C

m sdeneanor. A person who viol ates subsection (a) shall also

be liable for a civil fine in an anmount not to exceed $150

for the first violation or $500 for a second violation or

subsequent vi ol ati on. Such fine shall be inposed and

collected by the Departnent of Public Health after providing

the person with due process and an opportunity to be heard.
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
