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AN ACT concerning el ections.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anended by changing

Section 7-60.1 as foll ows:

Sec. 7-60.1. Certification of Candi dates - Consol i dated
El ecti on. Each local election official of a political
subdivision in which candidates for the respective |ocal

offices are nom nated at the consolidated primary shall, ne

not later than 5 days follow ng the canvass and procl amation

of the results of the consolidated primary, certify to each
el ection authority whose duty it is to prepare the official
ballot for the <consolidated election in that ©political
subdi vi sion the nanes of each of the candi dates who have been
nom nated as shown by the proclamation of the appropriate
canvassi ng board or who have been nom nated to fill a vacancy
in nomnation and direct the election authority to place upon
the official ballot for the consolidated el ection the names
of such candidates in the sanme manner and in the sane order
as shown upon the certification, except as otherw se provi ded
by this Section.

Whenever there are two or nore persons nom nated by the
sanme political party for nultiple offices for any board, the
name of the candidate of such party receiving the highest
nunber of votes in the consolidated primary election as a
candidate for such consolidated primary, shall be certified
first under the name of such office, and the nanmes of the
remai ning candidates of such party for such offices shal
follow in the order of the nunber of votes received by them

respectively at the consolidated primary el ection as shown by
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the official election results.

No person who is shown by the canvassing board's
proclamation to have been nomnated at the consolidated
primary as a wite-in candidate shall have his or her nane
certified unless such person shall have filed wth the
certifying office or board within 5 days after the canvassing
board's proclamation a statenent of candi dacy pursuant to
Section 7-10 and a statenent pursuant to Section 7-10.1

Each board of election comm ssioners of the cities in
whi ch established political party candidates for city offices
are nomnated at the consolidated primary shall determ ne by
a fair and inpartial nmethod of random sel ection the order of
pl acenent of the established political party candi dates for
the consolidated ballot. Such determnation shall be nmade
within 5 days follow ng the canvass and procl amation of the
results of the consolidated prinmary and shall be open to the
public. Three days witten notice of the time and pl ace of
conducting such random sel ection shall be given, by each such
el ection authority, to the County Chai r man of each
established political party, and to each organization of
citizens within the election jurisdiction which was entitled,
under this Article, at the next preceding election, to have
pol | wat chers present on the day of election. Each election
authority shall post in a conspicuous, open and public place,
at the entrance of the election authority office, notice of
the tinme and place of such lottery.

Each local election official of a political subdivision
in which established political party candidates for the
respective local offices are nomnated by primry shal
determne by a fair and inpartial nmethod of random selection
the order of placenent of the established political party
candi dates for the consolidated election ballot and, in the
case of certain nunicipalities having annual el ections, on

the general primary ballot for election. Such determ nation
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shall be made prior to the canvass and proclamation of
results of the consolidated primary or special rnunicipal
primary, as the case may be, 1in the office of the |ocal
el ection official and shall be open to the public. Thr ee
days witten notice of the tinme and place of conducting such
random sel ection shall be given, by each such local election
of ficial, to the County Chairman of each established
political party, and to each organi zation of citizens wthin
the election jurisdiction which was entitled, under this
Article, at the next preceding election, to have pollwatchers
present on the day of election. Each local election official
shal | post in a conspicuous, open and public place notice of
such lottery. | medi ately thereafter, the local election
official shall certify the ballot placenent or der SO
determined to the proper election authorities charged with
the preparation of the consolidated election, or general
primary, ballot for that political subdivision

Not | ess than 61 days before the date of the consoli dated
el ecti on, each local election official of a political
subdi vision in which established political party candidates
for the respective local offices have been nom nated by
caucus or have been nom nated because no primary was required
to be held shall certify to each election authority whose
duty it IS to prepare the official ballot for the
consolidated election in that political subdivision the nanes
of each of the candi dates whose certificates of nom nation or
nom nati on papers have been filed in his or her office and
direct the election authority to place upon the official
ballot for the consolidated election the names of such
candidates in the sane manner and in the same order as shown
upon the certification. Such local election official shall,
prior to certification, determne by a fair and inparti al
met hod of random selection the order of placement of the

established political party candidates for the consolidated
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el ection ballot. Such determ nation shall be nmade in the
office of the local election official and shall be open to
the public. Three days witten notice of the tine and place
of conducting such random selection shall be given by each
such local election official to the county chairman of each
established political party, and to each organization of
citizens within the election jurisdiction which was entitled,
under this Article, at the next preceding election, to have
pol | wat chers present on the day of election. Each |ocal
election official shall post in a conspicuous, open and
public place, at the entrance of the office, notice of the
time and place of such lottery. The local election official
shall certify the ballot placenent order so determ ned as
part of his official certification of candidates to the
el ection authorities whose duty it is to prepare the official
ballot for the <consolidated election in that ©political
subdi vi si on

The certification shall indicate, where applicable, the
fol | ow ng:

(1) The political party affiliation of the candi dates
for the respective offices;

(2) If there is to be nore than one candi date el ected or
nomnated to an office fromthe State, political subdivision
or district;

(3) If the voter has the right to vote for nore than one
candi date for an office;

(4) The termof office, if a vacancy is to be filled for
less than a full termor if the offices to be filled in a
political subdivision or district are for different terns.

The local election official shall issue an anended
certification whenever it 1is discovered that the original
certification is in error.
