No rights of
an officer under any pension plan subject to the jurisdiction
of this State, of which the officer is a nenber at the tine
of his ineligibility for office, shall be abridged if the
officer is returned to office by this Act.

(b) A person is not eligible for an elective municipal
office if that personis in arrears in the paynent of a tax
or other indebtedness due to the nmnunicipality eof--has--been
convieted--tn--any--court -l ocated-in-the-Untted- States-of-any
t nf anbus- €ft Ae; - bri bery; - perf ury; - or - ot her - f el ony.

(c) A personis not eligible for the office of alderman
of a ward or trustee of a district unless that person has
resided in the municipality at |east one year next preceding
the el ection or appointnent, except as provided in subsection
(b) of Section 3.1-25-75.

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conpleted when the <court believes it would assist in the
rehabilitation of the person and be consistent wth the
public welfare. Such order nmay be entered upon the notion of
t he defendant or the State or upon the court's own noti on.

(f) Upon entry of the order, the court shall issue to
the person in whose favor the order has been entered a
certificate stating that his behavior after conviction has
warranted the issuance of the order.

(g0 This Section shall not affect the right of a
defendant to collaterally attack his conviction or to rely on
it in bar of subsequent proceedings for the same offense.
