Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing
Sections 10-22.36 and 17-2A as foll ows:

Sec. 10-22.36. Buildings for school purposes and-officees.
To build or; purchase or-rnpve a building for school classroom

or instructional purposes of--offiece--facttlities upon the

approval of a majority of the voters upon the proposition at
a referendum held for such purpose or in accordance wth
Section 17-2.11. The board may initiate such referendum by
resolution. The board shall certify the resolution and
proposition to the proper election authority for subm ssion
in accordance with the general election |aw

The questions of building one or nore new buil dings for
school purposes or office facilities, and issuing bonds for
the purpose of borrowing noney to purchase one or nore
buil dings or sites for such buildings or office sites, to
buil d one or nore new buil dings for school purposes or office
facilities or to nmake additions and inprovenents to existing
school buildings, my be conbined into one or nor e
propositions on the ballot.

Before erecting, or purchasing or renodeling such a
bui l ding the board shall submt the plans and specifications
respecting heating, ventilating, Ilighting, seating, water
supply, toilets and safety against fire to the regional
superintendent of schools having supervision and control over
the district, for approval in accordance with Section 2-3.12.

Not wi t hst andi ng any of the foregoing, no referendum shal

be required if the purchase, construction, or building er
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rpvi g of any such building er-efftece-faectlity is conpleted

(1) while the building is being | eased by the school district

or (2) wth the expenditure of (A) funds derived fromthe

sale or disposition of other buildings, land, or structures

of the school district or (B) funds received (i) as a grant

under the School Construction Law or (ii) as gifts or

donations, provided that no funds to conplete such building,

other than | ease paynents, eor--efftece--facttity are derived

from the district's bonded indebtedness or the tax |evy of

the district.

Sec. 17-2A. Interfund Transfers. The school board of any
district havi ng a popul ati on of l ess than 500, 000
i nhabi tants; may, by proper resolution following a public

hearing set by the school board or the president of the

school board (that is preceded (i) by at |east one published

notice over the name of the clerk or secretary of the board,

occurring at |east 7 days and not nore than 30 days prior to

the hearing, in a newspaper of general circulation within the

school district and (ii) by posted notice over the nane of

the clerk or secretary of the board, at | east 48 hours before

the hearing, at the principal office of the school board or

at the building where the hearing is to be heldif a

principal office does not exist, with both notices setting

forth the tine, date, place, and subject mtter of the
hearing), transfer from (1) the Educational Fund to the
OQperations and Maintenance Fund or the Transportation Fund,
(2) the Operations and Mai ntenance Fund to the Educational
Fund or the Transportation Fund, or (3) the Transportation
Fund to the Educational Fund or t he Qper ati ons and

Mai nt enance Fund of said district an anount of noney not to
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exceed 20% of the tax actually received in the transferor
Fund for the vyear previous to the transfer, provided such
transfer is made solely for the purpose of neeting one-tineg,

non-recurring expenses. Any other permanent interfund

transfers aut hori zed by any pr ovi si on or j udi ci al

interpretation of this Code for which the transferee Fund is

not precisely and specifically set forth in the provision of

this Code authorizing such transfer shall be made to the Fund

of the school district nost in need of the funds being

transferred, as deternined by resolution of the school board.
