Election of county assessor; counties of |ess
than 3,000, 000. In counties having an el ected board of review
under Section 6-35, a county assessor shall be elected. To be

eligble to file nonmnation papers or participate as a

candidate in any prinary or general election for, or be

elected to, the office of county assessor, or to enter upon

the duties of the office, a person nust possess one of the

followwng qualifications as certified by the individual to

the county clerk:

(1) a Certified [11inois Assessi ng Oficer

certificate from t he Illinois Property Assessment

Institute; or

(2) a Certified Assessnent Evaluator designation

fromthe International Association of Assessing Oficers.

In addition elected-as-ecounty-assessor, a person nmust have at

least 2 vyears experience in the field of property sales,
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assessnents, finance, or appraisals.

The county clerk nust determne if candidates for
assessor have qual ified under this Code prior to
certification of their nom nating petitions. The election of
t he county assessor shall be at the sane tine and in the sane
manner as other county officials are elected under the
general election law. The county assessor shall hold office
for a 4 year term and wuntil a successor is elected and
qgual i fied. Vacancies shall be filled in the sane manner as
are vacancies in other county elective offices.
