eliqgi ble have been subtracted fromthat val ue.

For a person's honestead property to qualify for the

honmest ead exenption under this Section the person nust:

(1) Be less than 65 years ol d.

(2) Be disabled as defined in Section 3.07 of the

Senior Citizens and D sabl ed Persons Property Tax Relief

and Phar maceuti cal Assi stance Act.

(3) Have a household i ncone of $30,000 or |ess, as

defined in Section 15-172.

(b) For a person's honestead property to receive the

honmest ead exenption under this Section the property must neet

the criteria, except for the age and inconme of the owner,

otherwise applicable to property eligible for the senior

citizens assessnment freeze honestead exenpti on under Section

15-172 and applicants for the exemption nust followthe

procedures as provided in Section 15-172.
