In determning good
noral character, the Departnent may take into consideration
whet her the applicant was engaged in conduct or actions that
woul d constitute grounds for discipline under this Act;

(3) (A denonstrates to t he sati sfaction of the

Departnent that subsequent to securing a nmaster's degree

in social work from an approved program (which shal

i nclude the masters deqree program in social work at

Governor's State University if the applicant received his

or her nmaster's degree in 2001) the applicant has

successful ly conpl et ed at | east 3, 000 hours of

satisfactory, supervi sed clinical pr of essi onal
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experi ence; or

(B) denonstrates to t he satisfaction of the
Departnent that such applicant has received a doctor's
degree in social work froman approved program and has
conpleted at |east 2,000 hour s of sati sfactory,
supervi sed clinical professional experience subsequent to
t he degree;

(4) has passed the examnation for the practice of

clinical social work as authorized by the Departnent; and

(5) has paid the required fees.
