Al'l clains against the State arising fromthe
sl aughter of animals as herein provided for, shall be made to
t he Departnment under such rules, not inconsistent with this
Act, as the Departnent nmay prescribe.

The Departnent shall, after inspection, hearing and
inquiry by appraisers, in each case determ ne the anount
whi ch shall be paid on account of the animals so sl aughtered,

(d) sheep, not to exceed $25 for any unregi stered sheep,
and not to exceed $75 for any registered sheep.

No value other than the market utility value of any such
animal shall be allowed or fixed, however, unl ess a
certificate of regi stration i ssued by the registry
associ ation, of the breed of such animal, recognized by the
United States Governnent, is furnished to the appraisers. The
apprai sers shall report under oath the value of the aninmals,
together wwth a statenent of the evidence or facts upon which
t he apprai senent is based, and the Departnent shall certify
