represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Interior Design Profession Title Act is

anended by changi ng Section 4.5 as foll ows:

Sec. 4.5. Unregistered practi ce; vi ol ati on; civil
penal ty.

(a) Any person who practices, offers to practice,
attenpts to practice, or holds oneself out to practice as an
interior designer wthout being registered under this Act
shall, in addition to any other penalty provided by |aw, pay
a civil penalty to the Departnent in an anount not to exceed
$5, 000 for each of fense as determ ned by the Department. The
civil penalty shall be assessed by the Departnent after a
hearing is held in accordance with the provisions set forth
in this Act regarding the provision of a hearing for the
discipline of a |icensee.

(b) The Departnent has the authority and power to
i nvestigate any and-all unlicensed activity.

(c) The civil penalty shall be paid within 60 days after
the effective date of the order inposing the civil penalty.
The order shall constitute a judgnment and may be filed and
execution had thereon in the same manner as any judgnent from
any court of record.
