Section 5. The Code of Civil Procedure is anended by

Sec. 12-901. Amount. Every individual is entitled to an
estate of honestead to the extent in value of $30,000 $7;5600
of his or her interest in a farmor lIot of |and and buil di ngs
thereon, a condomnium or personal property, owned or
rightly possessed by | ease or otherwi se and occupied by him
or her as a residence, or in a cooperative that owns property
that the individual uses as a residence. That honestead and
all right in and title to that honestead is exenpt from
attachnent, judgnent, |evy, or judgnent sale for the paynent
of his or her debts or other purposes and from the |aws of
conveyance, descent, and |egacy, except as provided in this
Code or in Section 20-6 of the Probate Act of 1975. This
Section is not applicable between joint tenants or tenants in
coommon but it 1is applicable as to any creditors of those
per sons.

If 2 or nore individuals own property that is exenpt as a
homest ead, the val ue of the exenption of each individual my
not exceed his or her proportionate share of $15, 000 based
upon percentage of ownership.
