(a) This subsection (a) does not apply to an order for a

deducti on from the wages paid by the Departnent of

Corrections to a person conmmitted to the Departnent to which

subsection (b) applies. The maxi mum wages, salary,

comm ssions and bonuses subject to collection under a
deduction order, for any wrk week shall not exceed the
| esser of (1) 15% of such gross anount paid for that week
or (2) the anmount by which disposable earnings for a week
exceed 45 tines the Federal M ninmum Hourly WAage prescri bed by
Section 206(a)(1) of Title 29 of the United States Code, as

anmended, in effect at the tinme the anounts are payable. This
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provision (and no other) applies irrespective of the place
where the conpensation was earned or payable and the State
where the enployee resides. No amounts required by law to
be wi thheld may be taken fromthe anmount collected by the
creditor. The term"disposable earnings" neans that part of
t he earnings of any individual remaining after the deduction
from those earnings of any anounts required by law to be
wi t hhel d.

(b) This subsection (b) applies only to an order for a

deducti on from the wages paid by the Departnent of

Corrections to an individual committed to the Departnent.

The maxi mum wages of such an individual subject to collection

under a deduction order entered for the purpose of collecting

the costs of the individual's prosecution and the anpunt of

any fine or restitution i nposed by the court may not exceed

50% of the gross wages paid by the Departnent of Corrections

to the individual
