(a) It shall be prohibited to park any notor vehicle

which is not properly displaying beartng registration plates

or decals issued to a person with disabilities, as defined by
Section 1-159.1, pursuant to Sections 3-616, 11-1301.1 or
11-1301.2, or to a disabled veteran pursuant to Section 3-609
of this Act, as evidence that the vehicle is operated by or
for a person wth disabilities or disabled veteran, in any
parking place, including any private or public offstreet
parking facility, specifically reserved, by the posting of an
official sign as designated under Section 11-301, for notor
vehicles displaying bearing such registration plates. It
shall be prohibited to park any notor vehicle in a designated
access aisle adjacent to any parking place specifically

reserved for persons with disabilities, by the posting of an

(b) Any person or local authority owning or operating
any public or private offstreet parking facility my, after
notifying the police or sheriff's departnent, renove or cause
to be renoved to the nearest garage or other place of safety
any vehicle parked within a stall or space reserved for use

by a person with disabilities which does not display person
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with disabilities registration plates or a special decal or
devi ce as required under this Section.

(c) Any person found guilty of violating the provisions
of this Section shall be fined $100 in addition to any costs
or charges connected with the renoval or storage of any notor
vehicle authorized under this Section; but nunicipalities by
ordi nance may inpose a fine up to $200 and shall display
signs indicating the fine inposed. |If the anmount of the fine
is subsequently changed, the nunicipality shall change the
sign to indicate the current anmount of the fine. It shall not
be a defense to a charge under this Section that the sign
posted pursuant to this Section does not conmply with the
technical requirenents of Section 11- 301, Depart ment
regul ations, or local ordinance if a reasonable person would
be made aware by the sign or notice on or near the parking
pl ace t hat the place is reserved for a person wth
di sabilities.

(d) Local authorities shall inpose fines as established
i n subsection (c) for violations of this Section.

(e) As wused in this Section, "authorized hol der" neans
an individual issued a person with disabilities |license plate
under Section 3-616 of this Code or an individual issued a
person with disabilities parking decal or device under
Section 11-1301.2 of this Code.
