Enrollment. |If the parents or guardians of a
honmel ess child or youth <choose to enroll the child in a
school other than the school of origin, t hat school
trediately shall enroll the honeless child or youth by the

end of the requl ar school day followi ng the request to enrol

even if the child or youth 1is wunable to produce records
normally required for enrollnent, such as previous academ c
records, nedical records, proof of residency, or other
docunentation. Nothing in this subsection shall prohibit
school districts from requiring parents or guardians of a
honel ess child to submt an address or such other contact
information as the district my require fromparents or
guar di ans of nonhonel ess children. It shall be the duty of
the enrolling school to imediately contact the school |ast
attended by the child or youth to obtain relevant academc
and other records. If the child or youth nust obtain
i mmuni zations, it shall be the duty of the enrolling school
to pronptly refer the child or youth for those inmmunizations.
