A device or devices to
be attached to a rear registration plate that will renew the
registration and registration plate eor---plates for a
pre-determined period not to exceed one registration year
except as provided in subsection (1) of Section 3-414 of this
Code.

On and after the effective date of this anendatory Act of

the 92nd Ceneral Assenbly, any reference to "reqistration

plates", "license plates", or "plates" in the plural nunber

in any law or rule shall be deened to be a reference to the

single registration plate required to be furnished and

di splayed in accordance with this anendatory Act of the 92nd

Ceneral Assenbly.

(a) The Secretary of State upon registering a vehicle
subject to annual registration for the first tine shal
issue or shall <cause to be issued to the owner one
registration plate for--a-nptoreyele;-trailer;-semtratler;
ot ort zed- pedal eyel e-or-truek-tractor;-2-registration--plates
for--other--mptor--vehieles and, where applicable, current
registration stickers for notor vehicles of the first
di vi si on. The provisions of this Section may be nmade
applicable to such vehicles of the second division, as the
Secretary of State may, fromtinme to tinme, in his discretion
desi gnate. On subsequent annual registrations during the term

of the registration plate as provided in Section 3-414.1, the

Secretary shall issue or cause to be issued registration
stickers as evidence of current registration. However, the
I ssuance of annual registration stickers to vehicles

regi stered under the provisions of Section 3-402.1 of this
Code may not be required if the Secretary deens the issuance
unnecessary.

(b) Every registration plate shall have displayed upon
it the registration nunber assigned to the vehicle for which
it is issued, the name of this State, which my be
abbrevi ated, the year nunber for which it was issued, which
may be abbreviated, the phrase "Land of Lincoln"; (except as
otherwise provided in this Code) Seettons--3-626;-3-629;

or nunbers as the Secretary nmay prescribe. However, for
apportionnment plates issued to vehicles registered under

Secretary may in his discretion prescribe that letters be
used as prefixes only on registration plates issued to
vehicles of the first division which are registered under
this Code and only as suffixes on registration plates issued
to ot her vehicles. Every registration sticker issued as

(f) The Secretary of State shall issue for every
notorcycle distinctive registration plates distinguishing
between notorcycles having 150 or nore cubic centineters
pi ston di spl acenent, or having | ess than 150 cubic centineter
pi st on di spl acenent.

(g Registration plates issued to vehicles for-hire may
display a designation as determned by the Secretary that
such vehicles are for-hire.

(h) The Secretary of State shall issue for each electric

vehi cl e di stinctive regi stration pl at es whi ch shal
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di stinguish between electric vehicles having a maxi mum
operating speed of 45 mles per hour or nore and those having
a maxi num operati ng speed of less than 45 mles per hour.

(1) The Secretary of State shall issue for every public
and private anbulance registration plates identifying the
vehicle as an anbul ance. The Secretary shall forward to the
Department of Public Ald registration information for the
purpose of verification of clains filed with the Departnent
by anbul ance owners for paynent for services to public
assi stance reci pi ents.

(j) The Secretary of State shall issue for every public

and private nedical «carrier or rescue vehicle livery
registration plates displaying nunbers wthin ranges of
nunbers reserved respectively for nmedical carriers and rescue
vehi cl es. The Secretary shall forward to the Departnent of
Public A d registration information for the purpose of
verification of clains filed with the Departnent by owners of
medi cal carriers or rescue vehicles for paynent for services
to public assistance recipients.

(a) Registration plates issued for a notor vehicle other
than a notorcycle, trailer, semtrailer, truck-tractor,
apportioned bus, or apportioned truck shall be attached to
thereto;-one-itn-the-front-and-one-in the rear thereof. The
registration plate issued for a notorcycle, trailer or

semtrailer required to be registered hereunder and any

apportionnment plate issued to a bus under the provisions of
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this Code shall be attached to the rear thereof. The
regi stration pl ate i ssued for a truck-tractor or an
apportioned truck required to be registered hereunder shal
be attached to the front thereof.

(b) Every registration plate shall at all tinmes be
securely fastened in a horizontal position to the vehicle for
which it is issued so as to prevent the plate from sw nging
and at a height of not less than 12 inches fromthe ground,
measuring fromthe bottomof such plate, in a place and
position to be clearly visible and shall be maintained in a
condition to be clearly legible, free fromany materials that
woul d obstruct the visibility of the plate, i ncludi ng, but
not limted to, glass covers and tinted plastic covers.
Clear plastic covers are permssible as long as they remain
clear and do not obstruct the visibility of the plates.
Regi stration stickers issued as evidence of renewed annual
registration shall be attached to registration plates as
required by the Secretary of State, and be clearly visible at
all tines.

(c) Every driveway decal permt issued pursuant to this
Code shall be firmy attached to the inside wi ndshield of the
nmotor vehicle in such a manner that it cannot be renoved
w t hout being destroyed. |If such decal permts are affixed
to a notor vehicle in any other manner the permt shall be
void and of no effect.

(d) The Illinois prorate decal issued to a foreign
regi stered vehicle part of a fleet prorated or apportioned
with Illinois, shall be displayed on a registration plate and
di spl ayed on the front of such vehicle in the same manner as
an Illinois registration plate.

(e) The registration plate issued for a canper body
nmounted on a truck displaying registration plates shall be
attached to the rear of the canper body.

(f) No person shall operate a vehicle, nor permt the
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operation of a vehicle, upon which is displayed an 1Illinois
registration plate, plates or registration stickers after the
termnation of the registration period for which issued or
after the expiration date set pursuant to Sections 3-414 and
3-414.1 of this Code.

regi stration hereunder. The applicant shall submt such proof
of his or her status as a bona fide deal er, manufacturer, or
transporter as may be reasonably required by the Secretary of
State.

(b) The Secretary of State, wupon granting any such
application, shall issue to the applicant a certificate
containing the applicant's name and address and speci al
plates as applied for. Both the certificates and speci al
plates shall display the general distinguishing nunber
assigned to the applicant.

For those Dealers with annual sales over 2501, special
plates will be allocated based on 10 sets-of plates under
each section for each additional 500 vehicles sold.

The limt on the maxi mnum nunber of additional plates sets
i ssued to manufacturers at the fee set by Section 3-806 nmay
be lifted at the discretion of the Secretary of State.

The Secretary shall issue to a new deal er or manufacturer
not nore than 8 sets-of special plates at each fee. |If the
new deal er or manufacturer has acquired his or her business
from a previous dealer or manufacturer, he or she may be
i ssued a nunber of plates sets based upon the nunber of
vehicles sold in the previous cal endar year by the previous
deal er or manufacturer. |If the new dealer or manufacturer
was in business for only a part of the previous cal endar
year, the nunber of special plates to which he or she is
entitled nmay be extrapolated fromthe nunber of vehicles he
or she sold during that part of the year.

(d) Any manufacturer of engine and driveline conponents
may apply to the Secretary of State for a |license to operate
vehicles in which such conponents are installed on the public
hi ghways of the State for the purpose of testing such
conponents. The application shall describe the conponents and

the vehicles in which they are installed, and shall contain

such additional information as the Secretary shall prescribe.
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Upon recei pt of an application and an acconpanying fee of
$1000, the Secretary shall issue to the applicant a |icense
for the entire test period of the conponents described in the
appl i cation.

Every licensee shall keep a record of each vehicle
operated under such license which shall be open to inspection
by the Secretary or his authorized representative for
i nspection at any reasonable tine during the day or night.

The license of a manufacturer of engine and driveline
conponents may be denied, revoked or suspended if the
Secretary finds that the manufacturer has:

(1) violated this Code;
(2) made any nmaterial msrepresentation to the

Secretary of State in connection with an application for

a license; or

(3) failed to produce for the Secretary of State
any record required to be produced by this Code.

This amendatory Act of 1983 shall be applicable to the
1984 registration year and thereafter.

her ei nabove provided, shall, if such nenber so requests,
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issue to himtwo nunber plates as described in this Section.

The
Secretary may, in his or her discretion, allowthe plates to
be issued as vanity plates or personalized in accordance with
Section 3-405.1 of this Code. The plates are not required to
designate "Land O Lincoln", as prescribed in subsection (b)
of Section 3-412 of this Code. The Secretary shall prescribe
the eligibility requirements including a mninmmlevel of
specialized license plates requests and, in his or her
di scretion, shall approve and prescribe stickers or decals as
provi ded under Section 3-412.

Moneys in the State College and University Trust
Fund shall be allocated to each account in proportion to the
nunber of plates sold in regard to each public university or
col | ege. Moneys deposited into the State College and
University Trust Fund during the preceding calendar vyear
shall be distributed, subject to appropriation, to each
participating public university or college. This revenue

shall be wused for the sole purpose of scholarship grant
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awar ds.

(e) The University Gant Fund is created as a special
fund in the State treasury. Al noneys in the University
Grant Fund shall be appropriated to the [Illinois Student
Assi stance Conm ssion to nmake rei nbursenents to participating

Sec. 5-201. Transporters must apply for in-transit
pl at es.

(a) No person shall engage in this State in the business
as a transporter wuntil such person shall apply for and
receive fromthe Secretary of State a generally distinctive
set--of-two "in-transit license plate plates” for any vehicle
so transported by him

(b) An application for a generally distinctive nunber
under this Article shall be filed wth the Secretary of
State, duly verified by oath and in such form as the
Secretary of State nmmy by rule or regul ation prescribe and
shal |l contain the nane and busi ness address of such person,
the certificate, registration or permt nunber issued by the
Il'linois Comrerce Conm ssion and such other information

concerning the business of the applicant as the Secretary of
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State may by rule or regulation prescribe. If the applicant
does not hold a certificate, registration or permt from the
I1linois Comrer ce Commi ssi on to SO transport, such
application shall be denied.

(c) An application for a generally distinctive set--of
two "in-transit license plate pltates” shall be acconpani ed by
the prescribed fee. Upon the paynment of such license fee,
such application shall be filed and recorded in the office of
the Secretary of State. Thereupon the Secretary of State
shal | assign and issue to such person a generally distinctive
nunber and w thout any further expense to himshall deliver
to such person at his business address a certificate of
registration in such form as the Secretary of State may
prescribe and one set--of--two "in-transit license plate
ptates” wth a nunber corresponding to the nunber of such
certificate of registration. Such in-transit plate plates
shall be used by such person only on vehicles transported,
but not owned, by him

(d) Except as provided in sub-section (3) hereof, al
certificates of registration and "in-transit plates" granted
under this Section shall expire by operation of law on
Decenber 31 of the cal endar year for which they are granted
unl ess sooner revoked under the provisions of Section 5-501
of this Chapter.

(e) Acertificate of registration under this Article may
be renewed upon application and paynent of the fee required
herein as in the case of an original application, provided,
however, that 1in case an application for renewal of an
effective registration is made during the nonth of Decenber,
such existing registration shall remain in force until such
application for renewal is granted by the Secretary of State.

(f) Any person registered as a transporter under the
Article may nmake application for additional duplicate sets-of

"in-transit plates" on such formas the Secretary of State
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may by rule or regulation prescribe, from time to tine to
obtain as many duplicate sets-of "in-transit plates"” as he
may desire upon paynent of the prescribed fee for each plate
set. Such duplicate plates shall bear the nunber of that
person's original certificate of registration.

(g) In case of |loss or destruction of one license plate
issued to a transporter under this Section such transporter
may obtain a duplicate of the sanme by filing an affidavit to
that effect wth the Secretary of State, acconpanied by the
prescribed fee.

(h) An original "in-transit plate" or a duplicate shal
be attached to the front--and rear of each vehicle so
transported in this State; provided, that if one such vehicle
is towi ng anot her such vehicle, one plate or duplicate plate
shall be attached teo-the-front-of-the-tow ng-veht el e-and- one
such-plate to the rear of the rearnost towed vehicle.

(1) Anything in this Chapt er to t he contrary
notw t hstanding, the provisions of this Section shall not
apply to a non-resident engaged in such business and using
the public highways of this State if he has an "in-transit
pl at e" or license from the State, foreign country or
province, territory or federal district of which he is a
resident and such State, country, province, territory or
district grants a |ike exenption to residents of this State.

Tow or Wecker operators nust register tow
or wecker vehicles. (a) No person in this State shal
engage in the business of operating a tow truck or wecker or
operate a tow or wecker vehicle wuntil such person shal
register any vehicle to be used for such purpose and apply
for and receive from the Secretary of State a generally

distinctive set of 2 3 "tow truck"” plates for any tow ng or
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wr ecker vehicle operated by him

(b) An application for registration for a generally
distinctive set of 2 3 "tow truck” plates under this Article
shall be filed with the Secretary of State, duly verified by
oath and in such formas the Secretary of State may by rule
or regulation prescribe and shall contain the nane and
busi ness address of such person, the vehicle identification
nunber of the vehicle for which such application is nmade,
proof of insurance as set forth in paragraph (d) of Section
12-606 of this Code, and such other information concerning
the Dbusiness of the applicant as the Secretary of State may
by rule or regulation prescribe.

(c) The application for registration and a generally
di stinctive set of 2 3 "tow truck"” plates shall be
acconpani ed by the prescribed fee. Upon paynent of such fee,
such registration and application shall be filed and recorded
inthe office of the Secretary of State. Ther eupon the
Secretary of State shall assign and issue to such person a
generally distinctive nunber for each vehicle and wthout
further expense to himshall deliver to such person at his
pl ace of business address one set of 2 3 "tow truck"” plates.
Such "tow truck" plates shall be used by such person only on
the vehicle for which application was nade and the vehicle
bei ng towed, and are not transferable.

(d) Al "tow truck"™ plates granted under this Section
shal | expire by operation of |aw on Decenber 31 of the
calendar year for which they are granted unless sooner
revoked wunder the provisions of Section 5-501 of this
Chapt er.

(e) One "tow truck"” plate shall be attached to the front
and rear of each registered vehicle, and one "tow truck"
plate shall be attached to the rear of the vehicle being
towed unl ess the towed vehicle displays a valid registration

plate visible from the rear while being towed, so that the
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nunbers and letter on the plate are clearly visible to any
per son foll ow ng the vehicle bei ng towed. However,
illumnation of the rear plate required by subsection (c) of
Section 12-201 of this Code shall not apply to the second
third plate displayed on the towed vehicle. 1In addition, the
vehicle registration plates assigned to the vehicle being
towed shall be displayed as provided in Section 3-413 of this
Code.
