Sec. 17-25. Use of scanning device or reencoder to

(a) Inthis Section:

"Scanni ng device" neans a scanner, reader, or any other

electronic device that is used to access, read, scan, obtain,

menori ze, or store, tenporarily or permanently, i nformati on

encoded on the nmagnetic strip or stripe of a paynent card.

"Reencoder" means an electronic device that places

encoded information fromthe magnetic strip or stripe of a

paynent card onto the magnetic strip or stripe of a different

paynent card.

"Paynent card" neans a credit card, charge card, debit

card, or any other card that is issued to an authorized card

user and that allows the user to obtain, purchase, or receive

goods, services, npney, or anything else of value froma

mer chant .

"Merchant" neans an owner or operator of any retai

mercantile establishnent or any agent, enployee, |essee,

consi gnee, officer, director, franchisee, or independent

contractor of the owner or operator. "Merchant" also neans a

person who receives froman authorized user of a paynent

card, or sonmeone the person believes to be an authorized

user, a paynent card or information froma paynent card, or

what the person believes to be a paynent card or information

from a paynent card, as the instrunent for obtaining,
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pur chasi ng or receiving goods, services, npney, or anything

el se of value fromthe person
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(b) It is unlawful for a person to use:

(1) a scanning device to access, read, obtain,

Menori ze, or st ore, tenporarily or per manent |y,

i nformati on encoded on the nagnetic strip or stripe of a

paynent card w thout the perm ssion of the authorized

user of the paynent card and with the intent to defraud

the authorized user, the issuer of the authorized user's

paynent card, or a nmerchant; or

(2) a reencoder to place infornati on encoded on the

magnetic strip or stripe of a paynent card onto the

magnetic strip or stripe of a different card without the

perm ssion of the authorized user of the card from which

the information i s being reencoded and with the intent to

defraud the authorized user, the issuer of the authorized

user's paynent card, or a nerchant.

(c) Sentence. A violation of this Sectionis a Cass 4

felony. A second or subsequent violation of this Section is

a Cass 3 fel ony.
