AMENDMENT NO. . Anend Senate Bill 1624 by replacing

everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anmended by

changi ng Section 12-503 as foll ows:

(625 ILCS 5/12-503) (fromCh. 95 1/2, par. 12-503)

Sec. 12-503. Wndshields nust be unobstruct ed and
equi pped wth w pers.

(a) No person shall drive a notor vehicle with any sign
poster, w ndow appl i cation, reflective mat eri al ,
nonreflective mat eri al or tinted film upon the front
w ndshi el d, sidewi ngs or side wi ndows inmediately adjacent to
each side of the driver. A nonreflective tinted filmmy be
used along the uppernost portion of the windshield if such
mat eri al does not extend nore than 6 inches down fromthe top
of the windshield. Nothing in this Section shall create a
cause of action on behalf of a buyer against a dealer or
manuf acturer who sells a notor vehicle with a wi ndow which is
in violation of this Section.

(b) Nothing contained in this Section shall prohibit the
use of nonreflective, snoked or tinted glass, nonreflective

film perforated w ndow screen or other decorative w ndow
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application on windows to the rear of the driver's seat,
except that any notor vehicle wwth a window to the rear of
the driver's seat treated in this manner shall be equipped
wth a side mrror on each side of the notor vehicle which
are in conformance with Section 12-502.

(c) No person shall drive a notor vehicle wth any
objects placed or suspended between the driver and the front
w ndshield, rear wndow, side w ngs or si de w ndows
imedi ately adjacent to each side of the driver which
materially obstructs the driver's view

(d) Every notor vehicle, except notorcycles, shall be
equi pped with a device, controlled by the driver, for
cl eaning rain, snow, noisture or other obstructions from the
w ndshield; and no person shall drive a notor vehicle with
snow, ice, noisture or other material on any of the w ndows
or mrrors, which materially obstructs the driver's clear
vi ew of the highway.

(e) No person shall drive a nmotor vehicle when the
wi ndshield, side or rear wndows are in such defective
condition or repair as to materially inpair the driver's view
to the front, side or rear. A vehicle equipped with a side
mrror on each side of the vehicle which are in conformance
wth Section 12-502 will be deened to be in conpliance in the
event the rear wi ndow of the vehicle is materially obscured.

(f) Paragraphs (a) and (b) of this Section shall not
apply to:

(1) notor vehicles manufactured prior to January 1,

1982; or

(2) to those notor vehicles properly registered in
anot her jurisdiction.

(g) Paragraph (a) of this Section shall not apply to any
nmotor vehicle with a wndow treatnment, including but not
[imted to a wndow application, reflective material,

nonreflective material, or tinted film applied or affixed to
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not or vehicle for the purposes set forth initem (1) or

before the effective date of this amendatory Act of 1997

(1) that is owed and operated by a person
afflicted wth or suffering from a nedical illness,
ail mrent, or disease which would require that person to be
shielded fromthe direct rays of the sun; or

(2) that is used in transporting a person when the
person resides at the sanme address as the registered
owner of the vehicle and the person is afflicted with or
suffering from a nedical illness, ailnent or disease
whi ch woul d require the person to be shielded from the
direct rays of the sun;

It nust be certified by a physician licensed to
practice nedicine in Illinois that such person owni ng and
operating or being transported in a notor vehicle is
afflicted wth or suffers fromsuch illness, ailnent, or
di sease and such certification nmust be <carried in the
motor vehicle at all tinmes. The certification shall be
| egi bl e and shall contain the date of issuance, the nane,
address and signature of the attendi ng physician, and the
name, address, and nedical <condition of the person
requiring exenption. The information on the <certificate
for a wndow treatnent applied or affixed before the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1997 nust remain
current and shall be renewed annually by the attending
physi cian, but in no event shall a certificate issued for
purposes of this subsection be valid on or after January
1, 2008. The person shall also submt a copy of the
certification to the Secretary of State. The Secretary of
State shall wmay forward notice of certification to

appropriate | aw enforcenent agencies.

This subsection shall not be construed to authorize

w ndow treatnents applied or affixed on or after t he
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effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1997.
The exenption provided by this subsection (g) shall not
apply to any notor vehicle on and after January 1, 2008.

(g-5) Paragraph (a) of this Section shall not apply to

any notor vehicle with a window treatnent, including but not

limted to a w ndow application, refl ective mat eri al ,

nonreflective material, or tinted film applied or affixed to

the notor vehicle for the purposes set forth initem (1) or

(2) as foll ows:

(1) that is owned and operated by a person

afflicted with or suffering from |l upus erythenatosus; or

(2) that is used in transporting a person when the

person resides at the sane address as the registered

owner of the vehicle and the person is afflicted with or

suffering from | upus erythemat osus.

It nust be certified by a physician |licensed to practice

nmedicine in lllinois that the person owning and operating or

being transported in a notor vehicle is afflicted with or

suffers fromlupus erythenatosus and that certification nust

be carried in the notor vehicle at all times. The

certification shall be legible and shall contain the date of

i ssuance, the nanme, address, and signature of the attending

physician, and the nane, address, and nedical condition of

the person requiring exenmption. The information on the

certificate for a window treatnent nust remain current and

shal | be renewed annually by the attendi ng physician. The

person shall also subnmit a copy of the certification to the

Secretary of State. The Secretary of State shall forward

notice of certification to appropriate |aw enf or cenent

(h) Paragraph (a) of this Section shall not apply to
nmotor vehicle stickers or other certificates issued by State
or local authorities which are required to be displayed upon

not or vehicle w ndows to evi dence conpliance wth
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requi renents concerning notor vehicles.

(i) Those notor vehicles exenpted under paragraph (f) (1)
of this Section shall not cause their wndows to be treated
as described in paragraph (a) after January 1, 1993.

(1) A person found guilty of violating paragraphs (a),
(b), or (i) of this Section shall be gqguilty of a petty
offense and fined no less than $50 nor nore than $500. A
second or subsequent violation of paragraphs (a), (b), or (i)
of this Section shall be treated as a Class C m sdeneanor and
the violator fined no |l ess than $100 nor nore than $500. Any
person convi cted under paragraphs (a), (b), or (i) of this
Section shall be ordered to alter any nonconform ng w ndows
into conpliance with this Section.
