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AN ACT concerning energy efficiency.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Renewabl e Energy, Energy Efficiency, and
Coal Resources Devel opnment Law of 1997 is anmended by changi ng

Section 6-6 as follows:

(20 ILCS 687/ 6-6)

Sec. 6-6. Energy efficiency program

(a) For t he year beginning January 1, 1998, and
thereafter as provided in this Section, each electric utility
as defined in Section 3-105 of the Public Uilities Act and
each alternative retail electric supplier as defined in
Section 16-102 of the Public Uilities Act supplying electric
power and energy to retail custoners |ocated in the State of
Illinois shall <contribute annually a pro rata share of a
total anobunt of $3,000,000 based upon the nunber of
kil owatt-hours sold by each such entity in the 12 nonths
precedi ng the year of contribution. On or before My 1 of
each vyear, the Illinois Conmmerce Conm ssion shall determ ne
and notify the Departnment of Commerce and Community Affairs
of the pro rata share owed by each electric utility and each
alternative retail electric supplier based wupon information
supplied annually to the Illinois Comrerce Comm ssion. On or
before June 1 of each year, the Departnent of Commerce and
Community Affairs shall send witten notification to each
electric utility and each alternative retail electric
supplier of the anbunt of pro rata share they owe. These
contributions shall be remtted to the Departnent of Revenue
on or before June 30 of each year the contribution is due on

a return prescribed and furnished by the Departnent of
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Revenue showi ng such information as the Departnent of Revenue
may reasonably require. The funds received pursuant to this
Section shall be subject to the appropriation of funds by the
Ceneral Assenbly. The Departnent of Revenue shall place the
funds remtted under this Section in a trust fund, that 1is
hereby created in the State Treasury, called the Energy
Efficiency Trust Fund. If an electric utility or alternative
retail electric supplier does not remt its pro rata share to
the Departnment of Revenue, the Departnent of Revenue nust
informthe Illinois Conmerce Conm ssion of such failure. The
[1linois Conmmer ce Commi ssi on may t hen revoke t he
certification of that electric utility or alternative retai
electric supplier. The Illinois Comrerce Comm ssion may not
renew the certification of any electric utility or
alternative retail electric supplier that is delinquent in
paying its pro rata share.

(b) The Departnent of Commerce and Community Affairs
shal | di sburse the noneys in the Energy Efficiency Trust Fund
to benefit residential electric customers through te--fund
projects which the Departnent of Comerce and Community
Affairs has determined will pronote energy efficiency in the
State of Illinois. The Departnment of Comrerce and Comrunity
Affairs shall establish a Ilist of projects eligible for
grants from the Energy Efficiency Trust Fund including, but
not limted to, supporting energy efficiency efforts for
| ow-i ncome househol ds, replacing energy inefficient w ndows
with nore efficient w ndows, replacing energy inefficient
appliances with nore efficient appliances, replacing energy
inefficient lighting with nore efficient lighting, insulating

dwel I'i ngs and buil dings, using nmarket incentives to _encourage

energy efficiency, and such other projects which Wil |

i ncrease energy efficiency in honmes and rental properties.
(c) The Departnent of Commerce and Community Affairs

shal | establish criteria and an application process for this
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grant program

(d) The Departnent of Commerce and Community Affairs
shal |l conduct a study of other possible energy efficiency
I nprovenent s and evaluate nethods for pronoting energy
efficiency and conservation, especially for the benefit of
| owi ncome cust oners.

(e) The Departnent of Commerce and Community Affairs
shall submt an annual report to the General Assenbly
evaluating the effectiveness of the projects and prograns
provi ded in this Section, and recommendi ng further
| egi slation which will encourage additional devel opnent and
i npl enentation of energy efficiency projects and prograns in
II'linois and other actions that help to neet the goals of
this Section.
