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AN ACT concerni ng procurenent.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act my be cited as the

Cal ci um Purchase Preference Act.

Section 5. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Calciumenriched food or beverage" neans a food or
beverage that contains a higher concentration of calcium per
like unit than food or beverages of simlar type and quality.

" Gover nnent al entity" means each of fice, boar d,
comm ssi on, agency, departnent, authority, institution,
uni versity, body politic and corporate, admnistrative wunit,
and corporate outgrowh of the executive, legislative, and
judicial branches of State governnent, whether created by the
II'linois Constitution, by or in accordance with statute, or
by executive order of the Governor; each wunit of |ocal
governnment; each school district; and each political

subdi vi sion of the State of Illinois.

Section 10. Intent. The General Assenbly recognizes that
nmost citizens of Illinois would benefit fromthe consunption
of calciumenriched food and beverages. It is the intent of
the General Assenbly that governnental entities, as ngjor
consuners and exanples for others, should encourage the
consunption of calciumenriched food and beverages by giving
those products a preferred purchasing status as provided in

this Act.

Section 15. Preference.
(a) Except as provided in subsecti on (b), when

purchasing food or beverages to be served in a building or
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room owned or operated by a governnental entity, each
governnmental entity, or private entity that contracts wth
the governnental entity to purchase food or beverages, nust
purchase calciumenriched food and beverages unless the
cal ciumenriched food or beverage is higher in price than
non-cal ciumenriched food or beverages of simlar type and
qual ity.

(b) Calciumenriched food and beverages shall not be
purchased under subsection (a) for the consunption of an
institution's patients or residents if the institution's
director determnes that calciumenriched food or beverages
would interfere wwth the proper treatnent or care of the

institution's patients or residents.

Section 20. Effect on contracts. This Act does not apply
to a contract entered into before the effective date of this
Act if purchasing calciumenriched food or beverages woul d

change the terns of the contract.

Section 90. The Illinois Procurenent Code is anended by

changi ng Section 45-65 as foll ows:

(5) the Busi ness Enterprise for M norities,
Femal es, and Persons wth Disabilities Act; and-

(6) the Cal cium Purchase Preference Act.
