Sec. 4-2. The Barber, Cosnetol ogy, Esthetics, and Nai
Technol ogy Conmttee. There is established wthin t he
Departnment the Barber, Cosnetology, Esthetics, and Nai
Technol ogy Comm ttee, conposed of 11 persons designated from
time to tine by the Director to advise the Director in al
matters related to the practice of barbering, cosnetol ogy,
esthetics, and nail technol ogy.

The 11 nmenbers of the Commttee shall be appointed as
follows: 6 |Ilicensed cosnetologists, all of whom hold a
current license as a cosnetologist or cosnetology teacher
and, for appointnents nmade after the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1996, at |least 2 of whomshall be an owner
of or a mmjor stockholder in a school of cosnetol ogy, one of

whom shal|l be a representative of a franchiser wwth 5 or nore
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| ocations within the State, one of whom shall be a
representative of an owner operating salons in 5 or nore
| ocations within the State, one of whom shall be an
i ndependent salon owner, and no one of the cosnetol ogi st
menbers shall be a manufacturer, jobber, or stockholder in a
factory of cosnmetology articles or an imedi ate famly nenber
of any of the above; 2 of whom shall be barbers holding a
current license; one nenber who shall be a i censed
esthetician or esthetics teacher; one nenber who shall be a
licensed nail technician or nail technol ogy teacher; and one
publ i c menber who holds no |licenses issued by the Departnent.
The Director shall give due consideration for nenbership to
recommendati ons by nenbers of the professions and by their
pr of essi onal organi zations. Menbers shall serve 4 year terns
and wuntil their successors are appointed and qualified. No
menber shall be reappointed to the Conmttee for nore than 2
termns. Appointnments to fill vacancies shall be made in the
same manner as original appointnments for the unexpired
portion of the vacated term Menbers of the Commttee in
office on the effective date of this anendatory Act of 1996
shall continue to serve for the duration of the ternms to
which they have been appointed, but beginning on that
effective date all appointnments of |icensed cosnetol ogists
and barbers to serve as nenbers of the Conmmttee shall be
made in a manner that will effect at the earliest possible
date the changes nmade by this anendatory Act of 1996 in the
representative conposition of the Commttee.

A maj ority of Conmittee menber s t hen appointed

constitutes a quorum A mpjority of the guorum is required

for a Commi ttee deci sion.

Whenever the Director is satisfied that substantial
justice has not been done in an exam nation, the Director may
order a reexam nation by the sane or other exam ners.
