person agai nst whom the charges are pendi ng.

(c) The State's Attorney nust notify the Secretary of

the final disposition of the case of any person who has been

denied a driver's license under subsection (b). If the

i ndi vidual whose driving privileges have been revoked under

this Section is adjudicated quilty, the revocati on previously

entered nust remain in effect. If the individual whose

driving privileges have been revoked under this Section is

adj udi cated not quilty, the revocation previously entered

must be resci nded.
