for controlling rising health care costs, the Departnent of

Public Aid shall report the following information to the

CGCeneral Assenmbly within 30 days after the end of each

cal endar quarter:

(1) The average expenditures per patient for each

aut hori zed service provided to any pati ent under Medicaid

during that quarter.

(2) The average nunber of prescriptions filled or

refilled per patient under Medicaid during that quarter.

servi ces or for whom prescriptions were filled or

refilled under Medicaid and with respect to whom the

expendi tures for the authorized services or prescriptions

or the nunber of prescriptions filled or refilled

exceeded the appropriate average by 10% or nore during

that quarter.

(5) The nunber of patients who received authorized
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services or for whom prescriptions were filled or

refilled under Medicaid and with respect to whomthe

expendi tures for the authorized services or prescriptions

or the nunber of prescriptions filled or refill ed

exceeded the appropriate average by 50% or nore during

that quarter.
