Sec. 15-135. Retirenment annuities - Conditions.

(a) A participant who retires in one of the follow ng
specified years wth the specified anount of service is
entitled to a retirenent annuity at any age under the
retirement program applicable to the participant:

35 years if retirenent is in 1997 or before;
34 years if retirement is in 1998;
33 years if retirenent is in 1999;
32 years if retirement is in 2000;
31 years if retirenent is in 2001,
30 years if retirenment is in 2002 or later.:
35-years-tf-retirenent-+s-+n-2003-or-tater-

A participant wth 8 or nore years of service after
Septenber 1, 1941, is entitled to a retirenment annuity on or
after attainnment of age 55.

A participant wth at least 5 but |ess than 8 years of
service after Septenber 1, 1941, is entitled to a retirenent
annuity on or after attainment of age 62.

A participant who has at |east 25 years of service in
this systemas a police officer or firefighter is entitled to
a retirenent annuity on or after the attainnent of age 50, if
Rule 4 of Section 15-136 is applicable to the participant.

(b) The annuity paynent period shall begin on the date
specified by t he parti ci pant subm tting a witten

application, which date shall not be prior to termnation of
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enpl oynent or nore than one year before the application 1is
received by the board; however, if the participant is not an
enpl oyee of an enployer participating in this Systemor in a
participating systemas defined in Article 20 of this Code on
April 1 of the cal endar year next follow ng the cal endar year
in which the participant attains age 70 1/2, the annuity
paynment period shall begin on that date regardl ess of whet her
an application has been fil ed.

(c) An annuity is not payable if the anount provided
under Section 15-136 is |l ess than $10 per nonth,
