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AN ACT in relation to alcoholic |iquor.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Liquor Control Act of 1934 is anended by

changi ng Sections 6-2 and 6-15 as foll ows:

(235 ILCS 5/6-2) (from Ch. 43, par. 120)

Sec. 6-2. | ssuance of licenses to certain persons
prohi bi t ed.

(a) Except as otherw se provided in subsection (b), no
license of any kind issued by the State Comm ssion or any
| ocal comm ssion shall be issued to:

(1) A person who is not a resident of any city,
village or county in which the prem ses covered by the
license are |ocated; except in case of railroad or boat
|i censes.

(2) A person who is not of good character and
reputation in the conmunity in which he resides.

(3) A person who is not a citizen of the United
St at es.

(4) A person who has been convicted of a felony
under any Federal or State |aw, unless the Conm ssion
determnes that such person has been sufficiently
rehabilitated to war r ant t he public trust after
considering matters set forth in such person's
application and the Comm ssion's investigation. The
burden of proof of sufficient rehabilitation shall be on
t he applicant.

(5) A person who has been convicted of being the
keeper or is keeping a house of ill fane.

(6) A person who has been convicted of pandering or

ot her crime or msdeneanor opposed to decency and
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norality.

(7) A person whose |license issued wunder this Act
has been revoked for cause.

(8 A person who at the tine of application for
renewal of any license issued hereunder would not be
eligible for such Iicense upon a first application.

(9) A copartnership, if any general partnership
thereof, or any limted partnership thereof, owing nore
than 5% of the aggregate limted partner interest in such
copartnership would not be eligible to receive a |license
hereunder for any reason other than residence within the
political subdivision, unless residency is required by
| ocal ordinance.

(10) A corporation, if any officer, manager or
director thereof, or any stockholder or stockhol ders
owni ng in the aggregate nore than 5% of the stock of such
corporation, would not be eligible to receive a license
hereunder for any reason other than citizenship and
residence within the political subdivision.

(10a) A corporation unless it is incorporated in
IIlinois, or unless it is a foreign corporation which is
qual i fied under the Business Corporation Act of 1983 to
transact business in Illinois.

(11) A person whose place of business is conducted
by a manager or agent unless the nmanager or agent
possesses t he sanme qualifications required by the
| i censee.

(12) A person who has been convicted of a violation
of any Federal or State |aw concerning the manufacture,
possession or sale of alcoholic liquor, subsequent to the
passage of this Act or has forfeited his bond to appear
in court to answer charges for any such violation.

(13) A person who does not beneficially own the

prem ses for which a license is sought, or does not have
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a lease thereon for the full period for which the |icense

is to be issued.

(14) Any law enforcing public official, including
menbers of local liquor control comm ssions, any nmayor,
al derman, or nenber of the city council or conmm ssion,

any president of the village board of trustees, any
menber of a village board of trustees, or any president
or nenber of a county board; and no such official shal

have a direct interest be--interested--direetlty in the

manuf acture, sale, or distribution of alcoholic Iiquor,
except that a license nmay be granted to such official in
relation to premses that are not located within the
territory subject to the jurisdiction of that official if
the i ssuance of such license is approved by the State
Li quor Control Comm ssion and except that a |license may
be granted, in a city or village with a population of
50,000 or less, to any alderman, nenber of a city
council, or nmenber of a village board of trustees in
relation to prem ses that are located wthin the
territory subject to the jurisdiction of that official if
(1) the sale of alcoholic Iiquor pursuant to the |I|icense
is incidental to the selling of food, (ii) the issuance
of the license is approved by the State Comm ssion, (iii)
the issuance of the license is in accordance wth al

applicable 1local ordinances in effect where the prem ses
are located, and (iv) the official granted a |icense does
not vote on alcoholic liquor issues pending before the
board or council to which the |icense holder is elected.

Not wi t hst andi ng any provision of this paragraph (14) to

the <contrary, an aldernan or nenber of a city council or

commi ssion, a menber of a village board of trustees,

ot her than the president of the village board of

trustees, or a nenber of a county board, other than the

president of a county board, nmay have a direct interest
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in a manufacturer or distributor of alcoholic |iquor,

provided (1) that he or she is not a |law enforcing public

official, a menmber of a local liquor control conmm ssion,

or a nmayor and (2) that the manufacturer or distributor

is not required to hold a local liquor license.

(15) A person who is not a beneficial owner of the
busi ness to be operated by the |icensee.

(16) A person who has been convicted of a ganbling
offense as proscribed by any of subsections (a) (3)
through (a) (11) of Section 28-1 of, or as proscribed by
Section 28-1.1 or 28-3 of, the Crimnal Code of 1961, or
as proscribed by a statute replaced by any of the
aforesaid statutory provisions.

(17) A person or entity to whom a federal wagering
stanp has been issued by the federal governnent, unless
the person or entity is eligible to be issued a |icense
under the Raffles Act or the Illinois Pull Tabs and Jar
Ganmes Act.

(b) A crimnal conviction of a corporation is not
grounds for the denial, suspension, or revocation of a
license applied for or held by the corporation if the
crimnal conviction was not the result of a violation of any
federal or State | aw concerning the manufacture, possession
or sale of alcoholic Iliquor, the offense that led to the
conviction did not result in any financial gain to the
corporation and t he corporation has termnated its
relationship with each director, officer, enployee, or
control ling sharehol der whose actions directly contributed to
the conviction of the corporation. The Conm ssion shal
determne if all provisions of this subsection (b) have been
met before any action on the corporation's license is
initiated.

Sec. 6-15. No alcoholic Iliquors shall be sold or
delivered in any building belonging to or under the control
of the State or any political subdivision thereof except as
provided in this Act. The corporate authorities of any city,
village, incorporated town or township may provide by
ordi nance, however, that alcoholic liquor nmay be sold or
delivered in any specifically designated building belonging
to or under the control of the nunicipality or township, or
in any building located on land under the control of the
muni ci pality; provided that such township conplies with al
appl i cabl e local ordinances in any incorporated area of the
township. Alcoholic liquors may be delivered to and sold at
any airport belonging to or wunder the control of a
municipality of nore than 25,000 inhabitants, or in any

buil ding or on any golf course owned by a park district

organi zed wunder the Park D strict Code, subject to the
approval of the governing board of the district, or in any
building or on any golf course owed by a forest preserve
district organized under the Downstate Forest Preserve
District Act, subject to the approval of the governing board
of the district, or on the grounds wwthin 500 feet of any
buil ding owned by a forest preserve district organized under
t he Downstate Forest Preserve District Act during tines when
food is dispensed for consunption wthin 500 feet of the
buil ding fromwhich the food is dispensed, subject to the
approval of the governing board of the district, or in a
buil di ng owned by a Local WMass Transit D strict organized
under the Local WMass Transit District Act, subject to the
approval of the governing Board of the District, or 1in
Bi centennial Park, or on the prem ses of the City of Mendota
Lake Park | ocated adjacent to Route 51 in Mendota, Illinois,
or on the prem ses of Canden Park in Mlan, Illinois, or in

the community center owned by the Cty of Loves Park that 1is
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| ocated at 1000 River Park Drive in Loves Park, Illinois, or,
in connection wth the operation of an established food
serving facility during times when food is dispensed for
consunption on the prem ses, and at the foll ow ng aquari um
and nuseuns |ocated in public parks: Art Institute of
Chi cago, Chicago Acadeny of Sciences, Chicago Historical
Society, Field Miseumof Natural H story, Miseum of Science
and | ndustry, DuSable Museum of African American Hi story,
John G Shedd Aquarium and Adler Planetarium or at Lakeview
Museum of Arts and Sciences in Peoria, or in connection wth
the operation of the facilities of the Chicago Zool ogical
Society or the Chicago Horticultural Society on |and owned by
the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, or on any |and
used for a golf course or for recreational purposes owned by
the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, subject to the
control of t he For est Preserve District Board of
Commi ssioners and applicable local law, provided that dram
shop liability insurance is provided at maxi num coverage
l[imts so as to hold the District harm ess fromall financial
| oss, damage, and harm or in any building located on |[|and
owned by the Chicago Park District if approved by the Park
District Comm ssioners, or on any |land used for a golf course
or for recreational purposes and owned by the Illinois
International Port District if approved by the District's
governi ng board, or at any airport, golf course, faculty
center, or facility in which conference and convention type
activities take place belonging to or under control of any
State university or public comunity college district,
provided that with respect to a facility for conference and
convention type activities alcoholic liquors shall be limted
to the wuse of the convention or conference participants or
participants in cultural, political or educational activities
held in such facilities, and provided further that the

faculty or staff of the State wuniversity or a public
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comunity college district, or nenbers of an organization of
students, alumi, faculty or staff of the State university or
a public comunity college district are active participants
in the conference or convention, or in Menorial Stadiumon
the canpus of the University of Illinois at Urbana-Chanpaign
during ganmes in which the Chicago Bears professional footbal

team is playing in that stadiumduring the renovation of
Soldier Field, not nore than one and a half hours before the
start of the ganme and not after the end of the third quarter
of the ganme, or by a catering establishnment which has rented
facilities from a board of trustees of a public conmunity
college district, or, if approved by the District board, on
land owned by the Metropolitan Sanitary District of Geater
Chi cago and | eased to others for a termof at |east 20 years.
Nothing in this Section precludes the sale or delivery of
al coholic liquor in the formof original packaged goods in
prem ses |ocated at 500 S. Racine in Chicago belonging to the
University of Illinois and used primarily as a grocery store
by a commercial tenant during the term of a |ease that
predates the University's acquisition of the premses; but
the University shall have no power or authority to renew,
transfer, or extend the lease with terns allowi ng the sal e of
al coholic liquor; and the sale of alcoholic Iiquor shall be
subject to all Ilocal I|aws and regulations. After the
acqui sition by Wnnebago County of the property |located at
404 Elm Street in Rockford, a comrercial tenant who sold
al coholic liquor at retail on a portion of the property under
a valid license at the tine of the acquisition may continue
to do so for so long as the tenant and the County nay agree
under existing or future | eases, subject to all local |aws
and regul ations regarding the sale of alcoholic liquor. Each
facility shall provide dram shop liability in maxi num
i nsurance coverage limts so as to save harmess the State,

muni ci pality, State university, airport, golf course, faculty
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center, facility in which conference and convention type
activities take place, park district, For est Preserve
District, public comunity college district, aquarium
museum or sanitary district fromall financial |oss, damage
or harm Al coholic liquors may be sold at retail in buildings
of golf courses owned by nmunicipalities in connection with
the operation of an established food serving facility during
tines when food is dispensed for consunption upon the
prem ses. Alcoholic Iliquors may be delivered to and sold at
retail in any building owmmed by a fire protection district
organi zed wunder the Fire Protection District Act, provided
that such delivery and sale is approved by the board of
trustees of the district, and provided further that such
delivery and sale is limted to fundraising events and to a
maxi mum of 6 events per year

Al coholic liquor may be delivered to and sold at retai
in the Dorchester Senior Business Center owned by the Village
of Dolton if the alcoholic liquor is sold or dispensed only
in connection with organi zed functions for which the planned
attendance is 20 or nore persons, and if the person or
facility selling or dispensing the alcoholic I|iquor has
provi ded dram shop liability insurance in maximum |limts so
as to hold harmess the Village of Dolton and the State from
all financial |oss, danage and harm

Al coholic liquors may be delivered to and sold at retai
in any building used as an Illinois State Arnory provided:

(1) the Adjutant General's witten consent to the
i ssuance of a license to sell alcoholic liquor in such
building is filed with the Conm ssi on;

(ii) the alcoholic liquor is sold or dispensed only
in connection wth organized functions held on speci al
occasi ons;

(ti1) the organi zed function is one for which the

pl anned attendance is 25 or nore persons; and
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(tv) the facility sel ling or dispensing the
al coholic liquors has provided dram shop lTability
insurance in maximum |limts so as to save harmnl ess the
facility and the State fromall financial |oss, danage or
har m
Al coholic liquors may be delivered to and sold at retai

in the Chicago Cvic Center, provided that:

(1) the witten consent of the Public Building
Comm ssi on which adm nisters the Chicago GCvic Center is
filed with the Conmm ssion;

(ii) the alcoholic liquor is sold or dispensed only
in connection wth organized functions held on speci al
occasi ons;

(ti1) the organi zed function is one for which the
pl anned attendance is 25 or nore persons;

(tv) the facility selling or dispensing the
al coholic liquors has provided dram shop lTability
insurance in maximum |limts so as to hold harm ess the
Cvic Center, the City of Chicago and the State from al
financial |oss, damage or harm and

(v) all applicable Ilocal ordinances are conplied
with.

Al coholic liquors may be delivered or sold in any
bui |l ding belonging to or wunder the control of any city,
village or incorporated town where nore than 75% of the
physi cal properties of the building is used for commercial or
recreational purposes, and the building is |located upon a
pier extending into or over the waters of a navigable |ake or
stream or on the shore of a navigable 1|ake or stream
Al coholic liquor may be sold in buildings under the control
of the Departnent of Natural Resources when witten consent
to the issuance of a license to sell alcoholic Iiquor in such
buildings is filed wwth the Comm ssion by the Departnment of

Nat ural Resources. Notw thstanding any other provision of
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this Act, alcoholic liquor sold by a United States Arny Corps
of Engi neers or Depar t ment of Nat ur al Resour ces
concessionaire who was operating on June 1, 1991 for
on-prem ses consunption only is not subject to the provisions
of Articles IV and IX. Beer and wne may be sold on the
premses of the Joliet Park District Stadium owned by the
Joliet Park District when witten consent to the issuance of
a license to sell Dbeer and wine in such premses is filed
with the local Iliquor conmssioner by the Joliet Park
District. Beer and wwine may be sold in buildings on the
grounds of State veterans' honmes when witten consent to the
i ssuance of a license to sell beer and w ne in such buildings
is filed wwth the Conm ssion by the Departnent of Veterans

Affairs, and the facility shall provide dramshop liability
i n maxi mum i nsurance coverage limts so as to save the
facility harmess from all financial |oss, damage or harm
Such liquors may be delivered to and sold at any property
owned or held wunder lease by a Metropolitan Pier and
Exposition Aut hority or Met ropol i tan Exposition and
Audi torium Aut hority.

Beer and w ne may be sold and di spensed at professional
sporting events and at professional concerts and other
entertai nnent events conducted on premses owned by the
Forest Preserve District of Kane County, subject to the
control of the District Comm ssioners and applicable |ocal
law, provided that dram shop liability insurance is provided
at maxi num coverage |imts so as to hold the District
harm ess fromall financial |oss, damage and harm

Nothing in this Section shall preclude the sale or
delivery of beer and wine at a State or county fair or the
sale or delivery of beer or wne at acity fair in any
ot herwi se | awful manner.

Al coholic liquors may be sold at retail in buildings in

State parks under the control of the Departnent of Natural
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Resour ces, provided:

a. the State park has overnight lodging facilities
with some restaurant facilities or, not having overnight
| odging facilities, has restaurant facilities which serve
conpl ete |l uncheon and di nner or supper neals,

b. consent to the issuance of a Ilicense to sel
al coholic liquors in the buildings has been filed with
the comm ssion by the Departnent of Natural Resources,
and

c. the alcoholic liquors are sold by the State park
| odge or restaurant concessionaire only during the hours
from 11 o'clock am until 12 o' cl ock m dni ght .
Not wi t hst andi ng any ot her provision of this Act,
al coholic liquor sold by the State park or restaurant
concessionaire is not subject to the provisions of
Articles IV and | X
Al coholic Iliquors may be sold at retail in buildings on

properties under the control of the Historic Preservation
Agency provi ded:

a. the property has overnight lodging facilities
Wi th some restaurant facilities or, not having overnight
| odging facilities, has restaurant facilities which serve
conpl ete I uncheon and di nner or supper neals,

b. consent to the issuance of a |license to sel
al coholic liquors in the buildings has been filed wth
the comm ssion by the Historic Preservation Agency, and

c. the alcoholic liquors are sold by the | odge or
restaurant concessionaire only during the hours from 11
o'clock a.m wuntil 12 o' clock m dnight.

The sale of alcoholic Iiquors pursuant to this Section
does not authorize the establishnent and operation of
facilities commonly called taverns, sal oons, bars, cocktai
| ounges, and the like except as a part of |odge and

restaurant facilities in State parks or golf courses owned by
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Forest Preserve Districts with a population of Iless than
3,000,000 or municipalities or park districts.

Al coholic liquors may be sold at retail 1in the
Springfield Admi nistration Building of the Departnment of
Transportation and the Illinois State Arnory in Springfield,
provided, that the <controlling governnment authority may
consent to such sales only if

a. the request IS from a not-for-profit
or gani zati on;

b. such sales would not inpede normal operations of
t he departnents invol ved;

c. the not-for-profit organization provides dram
shop liability in maxi muminsurance coverage |limts and
agrees to defend, save harm ess and indemmify the State
of Illinois fromall financial |oss, damage or harm

d. no such sale shall be made during normal worKking
hours of the State of Illinois; and

e. the consent is in witing.

Al coholic liquors may be sold at retail in buildings in
recreational areas of river conservancy districts under the
control of, or leased from the river conservancy districts.
Such sales are subject to reasonable |ocal regulations as
provided in Article 1V, however, no such regulations my
prohibit or substantially inpair the sale of alcoholic
i quors on Sundays or Holi days.

Al coholic liquors my be provided in long termcare
facilities owned or operated by a county under D vision 5-21
or 5-22 of the Counties Code, when approved by the facility
operator and not in conflict wth the regulations of the
II'linois Departnment of Public Health, to residents of the
facility who have had their consunption of the alcoholic
liquors provided approved in witing by a physician |icensed
to practice nedicine in all its branches.

Al coholic liquors may be delivered to and dispensed in
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State housing assigned to enployees of the Departnent of
Corrections. No person shall furnish or allow to be furnished
any alcoholic liquors to any prisoner confined in any jail,
reformatory, prison or house of correction except upon a
physi cian's prescription for nedicinal purposes.

Al coholic Iiquors may be sold at retail or dispensed at
the Wllard Ice Building in Springfield, at the State Library
in Springfield, and at Illinois State Museumfacilities by
(1) an agency of the State, whether |egislative, judicial or
executive, provided that such agency first obtains witten
perm ssion to sell or dispense alcoholic liquors from the
controlling governnment authority, or by (2) a not-for-profit
organi zation, provided that such organizati on:

a. Obtains witten consent from the controlling
government authority;

b. Sells or dispenses the alcoholic liquors in a
manner that does not inpair normal operations of State
offices located in the building;

c. Sells or dispenses alcoholic liquors only in
connection wth an official activity in the building;

d. Provides, or its catering service provides, dram
shop liability insurance in maxi mnumcoverage |limts and
in which the carrier agrees to defend, save harm ess and
indemmify the State of Illinois fromall financial |oss,
damage or harmarising out of the selling or dispensing
of al coholic liquors.

Nothing in this Act shall ©prevent a not-for-profit
organi zation or agency of the State from enploying the
services of a catering establishnment for the selling or
di spensing of alcoholic liquors at authorized functions.

The controlling governnment authority for the Wllard Ice
Bui | di ng in Springfield shall be the Drector of the
Depart ment of Revenue. The controlling governnent authority

for Illinois State Museumfacilities shall be the D rector of
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t he II'linois State Miseum The controlling governnent
authority for the State Library in Springfield shall be the
Secretary of State.

Al coholic Iliquors may be delivered to and sold at retai
or dispensed at any facility, property or building under the
jurisdiction of the Historic Preservation Agency where the
delivery, sale or dispensing is by (1) an agency of the
State, whether legislative, judicial or executive, provided
that such agency first obtains witten permssion to sell or
di spense alcoholic liquors from a controlling governnent
authority, or by (2) a not-for-profit organization provided
t hat such organi zation

a. Obtains witten consent from the controlling
government authority;

b. Sells or dispenses the alcoholic liquors in a
manner that does not inpair normal workings of State

of fices or operations |located at the facility, property

or buil ding;
c. Sells or dispenses alcoholic liquors only in
connection W th an of ficial activity of t he

not-for-profit organization in the facility, property or

bui | di ng;

d. Provides, or its catering service provides, dram
shop liability insurance in maxi numcoverage limts and
in which the carrier agrees to defend, save harm ess and
indemmify the State of Illinois fromall financial |oss,
damage or harmarising out of the selling or dispensing
of al coholic liquors.

The controlling government authority for the H storic
Preservation Agency shall be the Director of the Historic
Preservati on Agency.

Al coholic liquors may be sold at retail or dispensed at
the James R Thonpson Center in Chicago and 222 South Col | ege

Street in Springfield, Illinois by (1) a comercial tenant or
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subt enant conducting business on the prem ses under a | ease
made pursuant to Section 405-315 of the Departnent of Central
Managenment Services Law (20 ILCS 405/405-315), provided that
such tenant or subtenant who sells or dispenses al coholic
liquors shall procure and maintain dram shop liability
i nsurance in maxi mum coverage limts and in which the carrier
agrees to defend, indemify and save harnmless the State of
IIlinois fromall financial |oss, damage or harm ari sing out
of the sale or dispensing of alcoholic liquors, or by (2) an
agency of the State, whether legislative, judicial or
executive, provided that such agency first obtains witten
permssion to sell or dispense alcoholic liquors fromthe
Director of Central Managenent Services, or by (3) a
not-for-profit organization, provided that such organizati on:

a. Obtains witten consent fromthe Departnent of
Central Managenent Services;

b. Sells or dispenses the alcoholic liquors in a
manner that does not inpair normal operations of State
of fices located in the building;

c. Sells or dispenses alcoholic liquors only in
connection wth an official activity in the building;

d. Provides, or its catering service provides, dram
shop liability insurance in maxi mum coverage |limts and
in which the carrier agrees to defend, save harnm ess and
indermify the State of Illinois fromall financial |oss,
damage or harmarising out of the selling or dispensing
of al coholic liquors.

Nothing in this Act shall ©prevent a not-for-profit
organi zation or agency of the State from enploying the
services of a catering establishnent for the selling or
di spensing of alcoholic |I|iquors at functions authorized by
the Director of Central Managenent Services.

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold or delivered at any

facility owned by the Illinois Sports Facilities Authority


SOLIMAR DFAULT BILLS NONE
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provided that dram shop liability insurance has been nade
available in a form wth such coverage and in such anounts
as the Authority reasonably determ nes is necessary.

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold at retail or dispensed at
the Rockford State O fice Building by (1) an agency of the
State, whether legislative, judicial or executive, provided
that such agency first obtains witten permssion to sell or
di spense alcoholic liquors from the Departnent of Central
Managenment Services, or by (2) a not-for-profit organi zation,
provi ded that such organization:

a. Obtains witten consent fromthe Departnent of
Central Managenent Services;

b. Sells or dispenses the alcoholic liquors in a
manner that does not inpair normal operations of State
offices located in the building;

c. Sells or dispenses alcoholic Iliquors only in
connection wth an official activity in the buil ding;

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold or delivered in a building
that is owned by McLean County, situated on | and owned by the
county in the Gty of Bloom ngton, and used by the MLean
County Historical Society if the sale or delivery is approved
by an ordinance adopted by the county board, and the

muni cipality in which the building is located may not
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prohibit that sale or delivery, notw thstandi ng any other
provision of this Section. The regulation of the sale and
delivery of alcoholic liquor in a building that is owned by
McLean County, situated on | and owned by the county, and used
by the McLean County Historical Society as provided in this
par agraph is an exclusive power and function of the State and
is a denial and limtation wunder Article VII, Section 6,
subsection (h) of the Illinois Constitution of the power of a
home rule nmunicipality to regulate that sale and delivery.

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold or delivered in any
building situated on land held in trust for any school
district organized wunder Article 34 of the School Code, if
the building is not used for school purposes and if the sale
or delivery is approved by the board of education.

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold or delivered in buildings
owned by the Community Building Conplex Conmttee of Boone
County, Illinois if the person or facility selling or
di spensing the alcoholic I|iquor has provided dram shop
l[tability insurance wth coverage and in anounts that the
Comm ttee reasonably determ nes are necessary.
