Section 5. The Energy Conservation and Coal Devel opnent

i s anended by changing Section 3 as foll ows:

Sec. 3. Powers and Duties.

(a) In addition to its other powers, the Departnent has
foll owi ng powers

(1) To admnister for the State any energy prograns
and activities under federal law, regulations or
guidelines, and to coordi nate such pr ogr ans and
activities with other State agencies, units of |ocal
governnent, and educational institutions.

(2) To represent the State in energy matters
involving the federal governnent, other states, units of
| ocal governnent, and regional agencies.

(3) To prepare energy cont i ngency pl ans for
consideration by the Governor and the General Assenbly.
Such plans shall include procedures for determ ning when
a foreseeable danger exists of energy shortages,
i ncl udi ng shortages of petroleum coal, nuclear power,
natural gas, and other forms of energy, and shall specify
the actions to be taken to mnim ze hardship and nmaintain
the general welfare during such energy short ages.

(4) To cooperate wth State col | eges and
universities and their governing boards in ener gy
prograns and activities.

(6) To accept, receive, expend, and adm nister,

including by contracts and grants to ot her State
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agencies, any energy-related gifts, grants, cooperative
agreenent funds, and other funds nmade available to the
Departnent by the federal governnment and ot her public and
private sources.

(7) To investigate practical problens, seek and
utilize financial assistance, inplenment studies and
conduct research relating to the production, distribution
and use of al cohol fuels.

(8 To serve as a clearinghouse for information on
al cohol production t echnol ogy; provi de assi st ance,
information and data relating to the production and use
of al cohol; develop informational packets and brochures,
and hold public sem nars to encourage the devel opnent and
utilization of the best avail able technol ogy.

(9) To coordinate with other State agencies in
order to pronote the maxi mnumflow of information and to
avoid unnecessary overlapping of al cohol fuel prograns.
In order to effectuate this goal, the Director of the
Departnent or his representative shall consult with the
Directors, or their representatives, of the Departnents
of Agricul ture, Centr al Managenent Servi ces,
Transportation, and Revenue, the Ofice of the State Fire
Marshal , and the Environnental Protection Agency.

(10) To operate, within the Departnment, an Ofice

of Coal Devel opnment and Marketing for the pronotion and

marketing of Illinois coal bot h donestically and
internationally. The Depart ment may use noni es
appropriated for this pur pose for necessary

adm ni strative expenses.

The O fice of Coal Devel opnent and Marketing shal
develop and inplenent an initiative to assist the coal
industry in Illinois to increase its share of the
i nternational coal nmarket.

(11) To assist the Departnent of Central Managenent
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Services in establishing and nmmintaining a system to
anal yze and report energy consunption of facilities
| eased by the Departnent of Central Managenent Servi ces.

(12) To consult wth the Departnents of Natura
Resour ces and Transportation and t he I1linois
Envi r onnment al Protection Agency for the purpose of
devel oping nethods and standards that encourage the
utilization of coal conbustion by-products as val ue added
products in productive and benign applications.

(13) To provi de t echni cal assi st ance and
information to sellers and distributors of storage hot
wat er heaters doing business in |Illinois, pursuant to

Section 1 of the Hot Water Heater Efficiency Act.

(d) The Depart nent shal | devel op a package of

educational materials regarding the necessity of wast e
reduction and recycling to reduce dependence on landfills and
to mintain environnental quality. The materials devel oped
shal |l be suitable for instructional use in grades 3, 4 and 5.
The Departnent shall distribute such instructional naterial
to all public elenmentary and unit school districts no |ater
t han Novenber 1, of each year

(e) The Departnent shall study the feasibility of
requiring that wod and sawdust from construction waste,
denolition projects, sawmlls, or ot her proj ects or
industries where wood is used in a |arge anmount be shredded
and conposted, and that such wood be prohibited from being
di sposed of in a landfill. The Departnment shall report the
results of this study to the General Assenbly by January 1,
1991.

(g) The Departnent shall develop a program designated to

encourage the recycling of outdated tel ephone directories and
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to encourage the printing of newdirectories on recycled
paper. The Departnent shall work in conjunction wth
printers and di stributors of t el ephone directories
distributed in the State to provide themwith any technical
assistance available in their efforts to procure appropriate
recycled paper. The Depart nment shal | al so encour age
directory distributors to pick up outdated directories as
they distribute new ones, and shall assist any distributor
who is wlling to do soin finding a recycler willing to
purchase the old directories and in publicizing and pronoting
with citizens of the area the distributor's collection
efforts and schedul es.

(h) The Departnment shall assist, cooperate wth and
provi de necessary staff and resources for the |Interagency
Energy Conservation Conm ttee, which shall be chaired by the
Director of the Departnent.

Sec. 6.6. The lllinois Ethanol Research Advi sory Board.

(a) There is established the Illinois Ethanol Resear ch

Advi sory Board (the "Advi sory Board").

(b) The Advisory Board shall be conposed of 13 menbers

including: the President of Southern Illinois University who

shal | be Chairnman; the Director of Commerce and Community

Affairs; the Director of Agriculture; the President of the

Illinois Corn Gowers Association; the President of the

National Corn Gowers Association; the President of the

Renewabl e Fuels Association; the Dean of the Coll ege of

Agricultural, Consunmer, and Environnmental Science, University

of Illinois at Chanpaign-Ubana; and 6 at-large nenbers

appoi nted by the Governor representing the ethanol industry,

growers, suppliers, and universities.

(c) The 6 at-large nenbers shall serve a term of

4-years. The Advisory Board shall neet at | east annually or
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at the call of the Chairman. At any tine a majority of the

Advi sory Board may petition the Chairman for a neeting of the

Board. Seven nenbers of the Advisory Board shall constitute

(d) The Advisory Board shall

(1) Review the annual operating plans and budget of

the National Corn-to-Ethanol Research Pil ot Pl ant.

(2) Advise on research and devel opnent priorities

and projects to be carried out at the Corn to Ethanol

Research Pil ot Pl ant.

(3) Advise on policies and procedures regardi ng the

managenent and operation of the ethanol research pil ot

plant. This may include contracts, project selection,

and per sonnel i ssues.

(4) Devel op by-I| aws.

(5) Subnit a final report to the Covernor and

Gener al Assenbl y outlining t he pr ogr ess and

acconpl i shnents made during the vyear along with a

financial report for the vyear.

(e) The Advisory Board established by this Sectionis a

continuation, as changed by the Section, of the Board

establi shed wunder Section 8a of the Energy Conservati on and

Coal Act and repealed by this anendatory Act of the 92nd

CGCeneral Assenbly.
