9 or who aids and abets in that violation:

12 (2) shall be required by the court to nmake a
13 di sposition on the abandoned or uncl ai ned vehicl e and pay
14 al | t ow ng, st or age, and processing charges and
15 coll ection costs pursuant to Section 4-203, subsections
16 (a) and (e); and-

17 (3) shall not be eligible to transfer his or her
18 registration to another vehicle, or to newy obtain
19 registration for another vehicle, wuntil the fine and
20 costs payable under itens (1) and (2) of this subsection
21 (a) have been paid. If the person already has transferred
22 his or her registration to another vehicle, or has newy
23 obtained reqgistration for another vehicle, wthout having
24 paid the required fine or costs, the Secretary of State
25 shall revoke the registration and shall notify the person
26 that his or her registration for that vehicle is void.
27 The person shall not obtain a new vehicle registration
28 until the fine and costs have been_ pai d.

29 (b) Wen a vehicle is abandoned, it shall be presuned
30 that the last registered owner is responsible for the

31 abandonnment and shall be liable for all tow ng, storage, and
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processing charges and collection costs, |ess any anobunts
realized in the disposal of the vehicle. The last registered
owner's liability for storage fees may not exceed a maxinum
of 30 days' storage fees.

The presunption established under this subsection may be
rebutted by a showng that, prior to the tine of the tow

(1) a report of vehicle theft was filed wth
respect to the vehicle; or

(2) the vehicle was sold or transferred and the
|ast registered owner provides the towing service with
the correct identity and address of the new owner at the
time of the sale or transfer.

If the presunption established under this subsection is
rebutted, the person responsible for theft of the vehicle or
to whom the vehicle was sold or transferred is liable for al
tow ng, storage, and processing charges and coll ection costs.
