Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Secti on 5. The Uni fi ed Code of Corrections is anended

by changing Section 3-7-6 as foll ows:

(730 ILCS 5/3-7-6) (from Ch. 38, par. 1003-7-6)
Sec. 3-7-6. Reinbursenent for expenses.

(a) Responsibility of conmtted persons. Committed

Convieted persons econnttted--to-the-bepartrent-correctional
tAstttuttons-or-facttities shall be responsible to reinburse
t he Depart ment for t he expenses incurred by their
incarceration at a rate to be determ ned by the Departnent in
accordance wth this Section.

(1) Committed persons shall fully cooperate wth

t he Depart ment by provi di ng conpl ete fi nanci al

information for the purposes under this Section.

(2) The failure of a conmmtted person to fully

cooperate as provided for in clauses (3) and (4) of

subsection (a-5) shall be considered for purposes of a

parole determnation. Any committed person who willfully

refuses to cooperate with the obligations set forth in

this Section nay be subject to the | oss of good conduct

credit towards his or her sentence of up to 180 days.

(a-5) Assets information form

(1) The Departnent shall develop a form which

shal | be used by the Departnent to obtain information
from all commtted persons reqarding assets of the
persons..

(2) In order to enable the Departnent to detern ne

the financial status of the commtted person, the form

shall provide for obtaining the age and narital status of
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a conmmitted person, the nunber and ages of children of

the person, the nunber and ages of other dependents, the

type and value of real estate, the type and value of

per sonal property, cash and bank accounts, the |ocation

of any | ock boxes, the type and value of investnents,

pensions and annuities and any other personalty of

significant cash value, including but not limted to
jewelry, art work and collectables, and all nedical or
dental insurance policies covering the committed person.

The formmay also provide for other information deened

pertinent by the Departnment in the investigation of a

comm tted person's assets.

(3) Upon being developed, the form shall be

submtted to each committed person as of the date the

formis developed and to every committed person who

t hereafter i s sentenced to inprisonnent under the

jurisdiction of the Departnent. The form may be

resubmtted to a committed person by the Departnment for

pur pose of obtaining current information regarding the

assets of the person.

(4 Every committed person shall conplete the form

or provide for conpletion of the formand the comitted

person shall swear under oath or affirmthat to the best

of his or her knowledge the infornmation provided is

conpl ete and accur at e.

(b) Expenses. The rate at which suns to be charged for
the expenses incurred by a comitted eonvieted person

connitted---to---Departpent---correctional---tnstituttons--or

factltitites for his or her confinenent inearceratton shall be

conputed by the Departnent as the average per capita cost per
day for all inmates of that institution or facility for that
fiscal year. The average per capita cost per day shall be
conputed by the Departnent based on the average per capita

cost per day for the operation of that institution or
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facility for the fiscal year imrediately preceding the period
of incarceration for which the rate is being calculated. The
Department shall establish rules and regul ati ons providi ng
for the conputation of the above costs, and shall determ ne
the average per <capita cost per day for each of its
institutions or facilities for each fiscal year. The
Departnment shall have the power to nodify its rules and
regul ations, so as to provide for the nost accurate and nost
current average per capita cost per day conputation. \Were
the commtted econvieted person is placed in a facility
outside the Departnment, the Departnent may pay the actual
cost of services in that facility, and may col | ect
rei nbursenent for the entire amount paid fromthe commtted
eonvt et ed person receiving those services.

(c) Records. The records of the Departnent, including,
but not limted to, those relating to: the average per capita
cost per day for a particular institution or facility for a
particular year, and the calculation of the average per
capita cost per day; the average daily population of a
particul ar Departnment correctional institution or facility
for a particular year; the specific placenent of a particul ar
institutions or facilities for various periods of time; and
the record of transactions of a particul ar conm tted
convieted person's trust account under Section 3-4-3 of this
Act; may be proved in any |egal proceeding, by a reproduced
copy thereof or by a conputer printout of Departnent records,
under the certificate of the Director. |f reproduced copies
are used, the Director nust certify that those are true and
exact copies of the records on file with the Departnent. |f
conputer printouts of records of the Departnent are offered
as proof, the Director nust certify that those conputer

printouts are true and exact representations of records

properly ent er ed into st andard el ectronic conputing
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equi pnent in the regular course of the Departnent's
busi ness, at or reasonably near the tinme of the occurrence of
t he facts recor ded, from trustworthy and reliable
information. The reproduced copy or conputer printout shall,
w t hout further proof, be admtted into evidence in any | egal
proceedi ng, and shall be prinma facie correct and prina facie
evi dence of the accuracy of the information contained
t herei n.

(d) Authority. The Director, or t he Director's
desi gnee, may, when he or she knows or reasonably believes
correcttonal-institutions-or-facttities, or the estate of
that person, has assets which nmay be used to satisfy all or
part of a judgnment rendered under this Act, or when he or she
knows or reasonably believes that a conmtted eeonvieted
person conmttted-to-the-Departnent-correctional-tnstitutions
or-faetltties is engaged in gang-related activity and has a

substantial sum of noney or other assets, provide for the

forwarding to the Attorney GCeneral of a report on the

commtted person and that report shall contain a conpleted

form under subsection (a-5) together with al | ot her

information avail able concerning the assets of the committed

person and an estimate of the total expenses for that

conmitted person, and authorize the Attorney General to

institute proceedings to require the persons, or the estates
of the persons, to reinburse the Departnent for the expenses
incurred by their incarceration. The Attorney Ceneral, upon
aut horization of the Director, or the Director's designee,
shall institute actions on behalf of the Departnent and
pursue clains on the Departnent's behalf in probate and
bankruptcy proceedings, to recover from conmtted eeonvieted
persons econmttted--to-Departrent-correctional-faetlities the

expenses incurred by their confinenent. For purposes of this

subsection (d), "gang-related" activity has the neaning
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ascribed to it in Section 10 of the Illinois Streetgang

Terrori sm Omi bus Preventi on Act.

(e) Scope and limtations.

(1) No action under this Section shall be initiated
nmore than 2 years after the release or death of the

(2) The death of a convicted person, by execution
or ot herw se, whi |l e commtted to a Depart ment
correctional institution or facility shall not act as a
bar to any action or proceedi ng under this Section.

(3) The assets of a committed eonvieted person, for

t he purposes of this Section, shall include any property,

tangi ble or intangible, real or personal, belonging to or

due to a commtted or fornerly comm tted person including

incone or paynents to the person fromsocial security,

worker's conpensation, veteran's conpensation, pension

benefits, or fromany other source whatsoever and any and

all assets and property of whatever character held in the
name of the person, held for the benefit of the person,
or payable or otherw se deliverable to the person. Any
trust, or portion of a trust, of which a convicted person
is a beneficiary, shall be construed as an asset of the
person, to the extent that benefits thereunder are
required to be paid to the person, or shall in fact be

paid to the person. At the tine of a |egal proceeding by

the Attorney General under this Section, if it appears

that the commtted person has any assets whi ch ought to

be subjected to the claimof the Departnent under this

Section, the court nmay issue an order requiring any

person, corporation, or other legal entity possessed or

having custody of those assets to appropriate any of the

assets or a portion thereof toward reinbursing the

Departnment as provided for under this Section. No

provision of this Section shall be construed in violation
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of any State or federal limtation on the collection of
noney j udgnents.

(4) Nothing in this Section shall preclude the
Depart ment from applying federal benefits that are
specifically provided for the care and treatnent of a
coommitted eonvieted person toward the cost of care
provided by a State facility or private agency.
