"Section 5. The Public Oficer Prohibited Activities Act

i s anended by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

Sec. 1. County board. No nenber of a county board,
during the termof office for which he or she is elected, may
be appointed to, accept, or hold any office other than (i)
chairman of the county board or nenber of the regiona
pl anni ng conm ssi on by appoi ntnment or election of the board
of which he or she is a nenber or (ii) alderman of a city or
menber of the board of trustees of a village or incorporated
towmn if the city, village, or incorporated town has fewer
than 1,000 inhabitants and is located in a county having
fewer than 50,000 inhabitants, unless he or she first resigns
from the office of county board nenber or unless the hol ding
of another office is authorized by |law. Any such prohibited
appointnent or election is void. This Section shall not

preclude a nenber of the county board or the county board

County Extension Board as provided in Section 7 of the County
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Cooperative Extension Law, as a nenber of an Energency
Tel ephone System Board as provided in Section 15.4 of the

Emer gency Tel ephone System Act, as a nenber of the

Metropolitan Airport Authority Board of Conmm ssioners as

provided in Section 3.1 of the Airport Authorities Act, or as

appoi nted nenbers of the board of review as provided in
Section 6-30 of the Property Tax Code. Nothing in this Act
shall be construed to prohibit an elected county official
from holding elected office in another wunit of | ocal
governnment so long as there is no contractual relationship
between the county and the other unit of |local governnent.
This anmendatory Act of 1995 is declarative of existing | aw
and is not a new enactnent.

Section 5-104.5 as foll ows:

Sec. 5-1014.5. County board chairman; veto; procedure. In
counties with a popul ati on between 700, 000 and 3, 000, 000, (i)
each county appropriation ordinance that 1is passed that
i ncl udes appropriations for the county or multiple-county
health departnent and (ii) each appropriation ordinance that
is passed by a Metropolitan Airport Authority located wthin
the county shall be presented i mediately to the county board
chai r man. | f t he county board chairman approves the
ordi nance, he or she shall signit and it shall beconme |aw.
The county board chairman my reduce or veto any item of
appropriations for the county or nultiple-county health
departnment or for a Metropolitan Airport Authority in the
ordinance and shall return the itemvetoed or reduced with
his or her objections to the county board. A copy of the veto

shall also be delivered to the body for whi ch t he
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appropriation is intended. Portions of an ordinance not
reduced or vetoed shall beconme law. Any ordinance not so
returned by the county board chairman within 30 cal endar days
after it 1is presented to himor her shall becone law If,
wi thin 30 cal endar days after the veto has been delivered to
the county board and the body for which the appropriation is
i ntended, the county board restores an item that has been
reduced or overrides the veto of an itemby a record vote of
three-fifths of the nenbers elected, the item shall becone
law. If a reduced itemis not so restored, it shall becone

law in the reduced anpunt. However, if the county board

chairman is a commissioner of the Mtropolitan Airport

Aut hority, then the county board chairman shall not have the

power to veto or reduce any line item in the Mtropolitan

Al rport Authority's appropriation ordinance.

Section 15. The Airport Authorities Act is anmended by

changing Sections 3.1, 5, and 13 as foll ows:

Sec. 3.1. Boards of comm ssioners; Appointnent. The
Boards of Conmmi ssioners of Authorities shall be appointed as
fol |l ows:

(1) In case there are one or nore nunicipalities having
a population of 5,000 or nore wthin the Authority, the
comm ssioners shall be appointed as foll ows:

(a) Where there is only one such nunicipality, 3
conmm ssioners shall be appointed fromsuch municipality,
and 2 conm ssioners shall be appointed at |arge.

(b) \Where there are 2 or nore such nunicipalities,
one conmm ssioner shall be appointed from each such
muni ci pality, one conm ssioner shall be appointed from

the areas wthin the authority | ocated outside of such
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muni ci palities, and 2 comm ssioners shall be appointed at
| ar ge; except that when the physical facilities of the
airport of the Authority are |located wholly within a
single county with a population between 600,000 and
3,000,000 there shall be one comm ssioner appointed from
each nmunicipality within the corporate limts of the
Aut hority havi ng 5, 000 or nore population and 5
conmi ssioners appointed at large. |If the Authority is
| ocated wholly wthin the corporate limts of such
muni ci palities, 2 conmm ssioners shall be appointed from
the one of such nunicipalities having the | ar gest
popul ati on, and one conmm ssioner shall be appointed from
each of t he ot her such muni ci palities, and 2
conmmi ssioners shall be appointed at | arge.

(c) Conmm ssioners representing the area within an
Authority located outside of any nunicipality having
5,000 or nore population and conm ssioners appoi nted at
| arge when the authority is wholly contained within a
single county shall be appointed by the presiding officer
of the county board with the advice and consent of the
county board, and when the physical facilities of the
airport of the Authority are |located wholly within a
single county with a population between 600,000 and
3,000,000 the conmm ssioners appointed at |arge shall be
appoi nted by the chairman of the county board of such
county, and any conm ssioner representing the area within
any such nunicipality shall be appointed by its mayor or
the presiding officer of its governing body. |[|f however
the district is located in nore than one county other
than a county wth a population between 600,000 and
3,000,000, the nenbers of the GCeneral Assenbly whose
| egislative districts enconpass any portion of t he
Authority shall appoint the conm ssioners representing

the area within an Authority |ocated outside of any
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muni ci pality havi ng 5, 000 or nore population and

conmi ssioners at |arge but any conm ssioner representing

the area within any such nunicipality shall be appointed
by its mayor or the presiding officer of its governing
body.

(d) A comm ssioner representing the area within any
such municipality shall reside within its corporate
limts. A conmssioner representing the area within an
authority and | ocated outside of any such nunicipality
shall reside wthin such area. A comm ssioner appointed
at large may reside either within or wthout any such
muni cipality but nmust reside within the territory of the
authority. Should any comm ssioner cease to reside within
that part of the territory he represents, or should the
territory in which he resides cease to be a part of the
authority, then his office shall be deened vacated, and
shall be filled by appointnent for the renai nder of the
termas hereinafter provided.

(2) In case there are no nunicipalities having a
popul ation of 5,000 or nore within such authority | ocated
wholly within a single county, such order shall so find, and
in such case the Board shall consist of 5 conm ssioners who
shal | be appointed at |arge by the presiding officer of the
county board wth the advice and consent of the county board.
If however the district is located in nore than one county,
the nmenbers of the General Assenbly whose | egi sl ative
districts enconpass any portion of the Authority shal
appoi nt the conmm ssioners at |arge.

(3) Should a nunicipality which is wholly within an
authority attain, or should such a muni ci pal ity be
established, having a population of 5, 000 or nore after the
entry of said order by the circuit court, the presiding
officer of such nmunicipality may petition the circuit court

for an order finding and determ ning the population of such
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municipality and, if it 1is found and determ ned upon the
hearing of said petition that the population of such
muni ci pality is 5,000 or nore, the board of conm ssioners of
such authority as previously established shall be increased
by one conmm ssioner who shall reside within the corporate
limts of such municipality and shall be appointed by its
presiding officer. The initial conmm ssioner so appointed
shal|l serve for atermof 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5 years, as may be
determined by lot, and his successors shall be simlarly
appointed and shall serve for terns of 5 years. Al |
provi si ons of this section applicable to conm ssioners
representing nmunicipal areas shall apply to any such
comm ssi oner. Each such conm ssioner shall reside within the
authority and shall continue to reside therein.

(4) Notw thstandi ng any other provision of this Section,
the Board of Comm ssioners of a Met ropol i tan Ai rport
Aut hority shall consist of 9 comm ssioners.

Seven conmm ssioners shall be residents of the county with
a population between 600,000 and 3, 000, 000 within which the
Metropolitan Airport Authority was est abl i shed. These
comm ssioners shall be appointed by the county board chairman
of the county with a popul ati on between 600, 000 and 3, 000, 000
W thin whi ch t he Met ropol i tan Airport Authority was
established, with the advice and consent of the county board

of that county. Notw thstanding any other provision of this

Act, the county board chai rman nay appoint hinself or herself

as a conmi ssioner to serve wi thout conpensati on.

Two conmm ssioners shall be residents of the territory of
the Authority I|ocated outside the county with a popul ation
bet ween 600, 000 and 3, 000, 000. These comm ssioners shall be
appointed jointly by the mayors of the municipalities having
a popul ation over 5,000 that are |ocated outside the county
with a population between 600,000 and 3,000,000, with the

advice and consent of the governing bodies of t hose
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muni ci palities.

The

transition fromthe pre-existing conposition of the

Metropolitan Airport Authority Board of Conm ssioners to the

conposition specified in this anendatory Act of 1991 shall be

acconpl i shed as foll ows:

( Sour ce:

(A The appoi ntee who was required to be a
resident of the area outside of the county wth a
popul ati on between 600,000 and 3, 000, 000 nay serve
until his or her termexpires. The repl acenent shal
be one of the 2 appointees who shall be residents of
the territory of the Authority located outside the
county wth a population between 600,000 and
3, 000, 000.

(B) The other 8 conm ssioners nay serve until
their terns expire. Upon the occurrence of the
second vacancy anong these 8 conm ssioners after the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1991, the
repl acenent shall be the second of the 2 appointees
who shall be residents of the territory of the
Authority Jlocated outside of the county wth a
popul ati on between 600, 000 and 3, 000, 000. Upon the
expiration of t he terns of t he ot her 7
comm ssioners, the replacenents shall be residents
of the county with a popul ati on between 600, 000 and
3, 000, 000.

(O Al comm ssioners appointed after the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1991, and
their successors, shall be appointed in the manner
set forth in this anendatory Act of 1991
P.A. 87-699.)

5. Qualifications of comm ssioners and renoval from

No person shall be appointed to the Board of
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Comm ssioners of any Airport Authority who has any financi al
interest in the establishnent or continued exi stence thereof
or who is a nenber of the governing body or an officer or
enpl oyee of a nunicipality, a county, or any other unit of
| ocal government, or an elected official of State or federal
government, except when the authority is wholly |ocated
within a single county with a popul ation of |ess than 40, 000,
an individual enployed by a |ocal school district my serve

as a conmi ssioner, and except as otherw se authorized by this

Act .

Should it appear to the Departnent of Transportation that
any nmenber of the Board of Comm ssioners of an airport
authority may be disqualified, or guilty of m sconduct or
mal f easance in office or unwilling or unable to act, it shal
notify the Board of Conm ssioners of that fact in witing and
it shall then be the duty of the Board of Conm ssioners to
require such board nenber to show cause why he should not be
removed fromoffice. Any such person shall be given a hearing
by the Board of Conm ssioners and, after such hearing, if the
Board of Comm ssioners finds such a charge should be
sustained, it shall renove the person so charged fromoffice,
and a vacancy shall thereupon exist for the unexpired term of
such office.

Sec. 13. Annual appropriations and tax Ilevy. Every
Authority created under this Act is hereby enpowered to | evy
and collect a general tax on all of the taxable property
within the corporate limts of such Authority for the purpose
of paying the cost of operating and maintaining any public
airport or public airport facility of the Authority, and any
other corporate expenses of the Authority. However, a tax

| evy inposed by a Metropolitan Airport Authority does not
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apply to any township, nunicipality, or unincorporated
territory that has been statutorily renoved from the
jurisdiction of the Authority, has opted out of the
Aut hority, or is currently being taxed by another airport

authority. The aggregate amount of such tax for one year,

exclusive of the anount levied for bonded indebtedness or

interest thereon, shall not exceed the rate of .075% upon the
aggregate valuation of all taxable property wthin the
Authority, as equalized or assessed by the Departnent of

Revenue. If there is in effect in the Authority a maxi mum tax
rate established pursuant to Section 2.l1la or 13.1, the
aggregate anmount of such tax for one year, exclusive of the
anmount | evied for bonded indebtedness or interest thereon,

shall not exceed the maxi numtax rate so established, and in
no event shall such maximumtax rate exceed the rate of .075%
as hereinbefore set forth.

The Board of Conmm ssioners of any Airport Authority shal
establish the beginning and ending of its fiscal year and
annually wthin the first quarter of the fiscal year shal
adopt an appropriation ordi nance appropriating such suns of
money as are deened necessary to pay the costs of operating
and mai ntaining any public airport or airports |located within
the corporate limts of the Authority and under t he
jurisdiction thereof and other expenses of the Authority and
speci fying the purpose of each appropriation nade.

An appropriation ordinance adopted by an Aut hority
created wunder this Act in a county with a popul ati on between
700, 000 and 3, 000,000 shall be imedi ately presented to the
county board chairman. The chairman of the county board has
the power to veto or reduce any line itemin the ordinance as
provided in Section 5-1014.5 of the Counties Code. However,

if the county board chairman is a connissioner of the

Aut hority, then the county board chairman shall not have the

power to veto or reduce any line itemin the Authority's
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appropriation ordi nance.

After the adoption of the appropriation ordinance and on
or before the second Tuesday in August of each year, the
board of comm ssioners shall ascertain the total anmount of
the appropriations legally nmade which are to be provided for
fromthe tax levy for that year. Then, by an ordinance
speci fyi ng in det ai | t he pur poses for whi ch such
appropriations have been nade and the anmounts appropriated
for such purposes, the board of conm ssioners shall |evy not
to exceed the total amount so ascertained wupon all the
property subject to taxation within the authority as the sane
is assessed and equalized for state and county purposes for
the current year.

The limts of the tax rate and the authority to levy as
set forth in this Section do not include the rate of or
authority to levy taxes required for | ease paynents to any
Public Building Comm ssion. The tax rate necessary and the
authority to levy taxes for such |ease paynents are in
addition to such limts and are without Iimtation as to rate
or anount.
