The Executive Branch shall include a Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, Attorney Ceneral, Secretary of State, and State

Financial Oficer Conptroller--and-Treasurer el ected by the

electors of the State. They shall keep the public records and
mai ntain a residence at the seat of governnent during their
ternms of office.

To be eligible to hold the office of Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, Attorney GCeneral, Secretary of State, or State

resident of this State for the three years preceding his or
her el ection.

The appointee shall hold office
until the elected officer qualifies or until a successor is
el ected and qualified as nay be provided by |aw and shall not
be subject to renoval by the Governor. |If the Lieutenant
Governor fails to qualify or if the his office becones
vacant, it shall remain vacant until the end of the term
