VWHEREAS, Allowing mnors to officiate the ganmes gives the
mnors an opportunity to participate in an all-Anmrerican
sport, interact with the younger children, practice inportant
deci sion making skills, and devel op a sense of responsibility

and comm tnent for the work experience; and

VWHEREAS, Many of the park districts and not-for-profit
youth clubs restrict the anount of hours that a mnor may

wor k during a given day or season; and

WHEREAS, The Illinois Child Labor Law currently prohibits
mnors wunder the age of 16 from being conpensated for
enpl oynent unless the mnor fits one of t he limted
exceptions under the law, there are exceptions for other
summer enpl oynent of youths such as caddying at a golf

course; and

WHEREAS,  The Cook County Board of Comm ssioners, the
DuPage County Board, and the Darien Youth C ub have indicated
their strong support for the creation of an exenption in the
Child Labor Lawto allow mnors to officiate in youth sports

| eagues and prograns; therefore, be it
