served with the mlitary police in Korea for two years after

Wrld War |1; and

VWHEREAS, M. Heal ey was a great advocate for working nen
and woren throughout his career; he never ceased to defend
workers' rights to unionize, even anong hospital workers who
conducted his nedical tests two weeks before his death; he
was credited with dramatically raising teachers' salaries and
benefits and reducing class size during a period when
teaching in the Chicago Public Schools was difficult due to
scarce raises, very I|imted healthcare, and no pai d

vacations; and

VWHEREAS, M. Healey was appointed director of the
I1linois Departnent of Labor in 1999 by Governor CGeorge Ryan
and reappointed in 2001; he had been a nenber of the Illinois
State Labor Relations Board since 1994 and president of the
Chi cago Federation of Labor and Industrial Union Council from
1987 to 1994; M. Healey was an officer of the Chicago
Teachers Union, serving as president from 1972 to 1984, and
the Illinois Federation of Teachers, serving as president

from 1971 to 1989; and

WHEREAS, M. Healey had been an English teacher and
departnment chairman at Chicago's Gage Park H gh School; from
1991 to 1997, he served as director, deputy chairman, and

chai rman on the board of directors of the Federal Reserve
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Bank of Chicago; he was also on many civic and charitable

or gani zati on boards; and

VWHEREAS, M. Healey will be deeply mssed by all those
who knew himand [oved him especially his w fe, Catheleen;
his four daughters, Kathleen (Ross) Adans, Any, Mg, and
