WHEREAS, Robert Arthur Jam eson was born on Decenber 20,
1908 in Nairn, Scotland to Al exander and Jean Smth Jam eson;
he married Evelyn McNeil on Decenber 24, 1936 in Wataga; she
preceded himin death on Novenber 27, 1994; and

VWHEREAS, A 1932 graduate of Knox Coll ege in Gal esburg,
M. Jam eson was superintendent of schools in Varna from 1935

to 1941; and

WHEREAS, From 1941 to 1943, M. Jam eson was educati onal
consultant for the U S. CGovernnent, establishing training
prograns for National Defense; he was then enpl oynent manager
at LeTourneau Westinghouse Corp. until 1948 when he Dbecane
assistant to the president at Bradley University and was dean

of the College of Coomerce for 4 years; and

WHEREAS, In 1954, M. Jam eson becane executive vice
president for Irions Concrete Co. in Chillicothe; in 1963, he
spent a year working on federal legislation to create the
Crippled Children's Center as a pilot project for the nation;
he was elected to the Security Savings and Loan Associ ation

Board and served as president and chairman; and

WHEREAS, M. Jam eson was a nenber of the Peoria Board of
Education from 1954 to 1970 and served as president three
times; in 1976, the Robert A Jam eson School was dedicated
in his honor; he served on the board of directors of the
I1linois Association of School Boards and was appoi nted by
Governor Richard Ogilvie to the State Board of Education

serving many years; and
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WHEREAS, M. Jam eson served as chairman of the Centra
I1linois Health Service, which developed the Allied Agency
Center for children who are physically and nentally disabl ed;
he spearheaded a drive to create the TB Center and served on
the Peoria County and Illinois Tuberculosis boards and the

Ameri can Lung Associ ation board of directors; and

VWHEREAS, For 54 vyears, M. Jam eson was a board nenber
for the Sal vation Arny, where he received the WIIliam Booth
Award, the Oder of D stinguished Auxiliary Service Medal
(the only Anrerican to win that award in 1986, the highest
civilian honor awarded by the International Salvation Arny
Headquarters in London), the O hers Award, and was the first
recipient of the Certificate in Recognition of Exceptional

Servi ce; and

VWHEREAS, M. Jam eson was Tri-County Citizen of the year
in 1963; he received the Robert H Mchel Lifetine
Achi evenent Award and was a nenber of the Senior |lIlinoisan
Hall of Fame; he was a nmenber of the Creve Coeur C ub of
Peoria and served on the board of governors; he was also a
menber of Tau Kappa Epsilon and Al pha Kappa Psi and a nenber

of Westm nster Presbyterian Church; and

WHEREAS, The passing of Robert A Jam eson will be deeply
felt by all who knew and loved him especially his son,
Robert (wfe, Janet) Jam eson; his daughter, Kathleen
(husband, Ronald) Palner; his 9 grandchildren; and his 6
great-grandchildren; he was preceded in death by his son,
Ri chard Jam eson, his daughter, D ane Jameson, and his
