VWHEREAS, M. Mbore was an active and energetic nenber of
the political comunity; under the tutelage of veteran
politicians Elitor Wallace, Ted Gaten, and Ted Broach, he
wor ked as a precinct captain and won his first election in
1940 as precinct conmtteeman; he spent over 60 years in
politics and served as a precinct conmmtteeman in three
precincts and multiple terns as the chairman of the East St.
Loui s Republican Party; in addition to serving as an advi sor
to nunerous nunicipal, county, and state officials, he was a
guest at nunerous State political conventions, gubernatori al

i naugur ations, and three presidential inaugurations; and

Met hodi st Church and the East St. Loui s Busi ness and
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Prof essi onal Men's C ub; and
