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AN ACT in relation to children

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Early Intervention Services System Act is

anended by changi ng Sections 3 and 13.50 as foll ows:

(325 ILCS 20/3) (from Ch. 23, par. 4153)

Sec. 3. Definitions. As used in this Act:

(a) "Eligible infants and toddlers” neans infants and
toddl ers under 36 nonths of age with any of the follow ng
condi ti ons:

(1) Devel oprent al del ays as---deftned---by--the

Pepart rent - by-rul e.

(2) A physical or nental condition which typically
results in devel opnental del ay.

(3) Being at risk of havi ng subst anti al
devel opnent al del ays based on infornmed clinical judgnent.

(4) Either (A having entered the program under any

of the circunstances |listed in paragraphs (1) through (3)

of this subsection but no |longer neeting the current

eligibility criteria under t hose par agraphs, and
continuing to have any neasurable delay, or (B) not
having attained a Ilevel of developnent in each area,
including (i) cognitive, (ii) physical (including vision
and hearing), (iii) language, speech, and communi cati on,

(iv) psycho-social, or (v) self-help skills, that 1is at

least at the nean of the child s age equival ent peers;

and, in addition to either item (A or item (B), (O

havi ng been determ ned by t he mul tidi sciplinary

individualized famly service plan teamto require the
continuation of early intervention services in order to

support continuing developnental progress, pursuant to
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the child's needs and provided in an appropriate
devel opmental manner. The type, frequency, and intensity
of services shall differ fromthe initial individualized
famly services plan because of the child' s devel opnent al
progress, and may consist of only service coordination,
eval uati on, and assessnents.

(b) "Devel opnental delay" neans a delay in one or nore

of the follow ng areas of childhood devel opnent as neasured

by appropriate di agnostic i nstrunents and st andard
procedures: cognitive; physical, i ncl udi ng vi sion and
hearing; |anguage, speech and conmmuni cation; psycho-soci al;

or self-help skills. The termneans a delay of 30% or nore

bel ow the nean in function in one or nore of those areas.

(c) "Physical or mental condition which typically
results in devel opnental del ay" neans:

(1) a diagnosed medi cal di sor der beari ng a
relatively wel | known expectancy for devel opnental
out cones W t hin varying ranges of devel opnent al
di sabilities; or

(2) a history of prenatal, perinatal, neonatal or
early devel opnental events suggestive of biological
insults to the developing central nervous system and
whi ch ei t her singly or collectively increase the
probability of developing a disability or delay based on
a nmedi cal history.

(d) "Informed clinical judgnment" neans both clinical
observations and par ent al partici pation to det erm ne
eligibility by a consensus of a nultidisciplinary teamof 2
or nore nenbers based on their professional experience and
experti se.

(e) "Early intervention services" nmeans services which:

(1) are designed to neet the devel opnental needs of
each child eligible under this Act and the needs of his

or her famly;
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(2) are selected in collaboration with the child's
famly;

(3) are provided under public supervision;

(4) are provided at no cost except where a schedul e
of sliding scale fees or other systemof paynents by
famlies has been adopted in accordance with State and
federal |aw

(5) are designed to neet an infant's or toddler's
devel opnmental needs in any of the follow ng areas:

(A) physical devel opnent, including vision and
heari ng,

(B) cognitive devel opnment,

(© communi cation devel opnent,

(D) social or enotional devel opnent, or

(E) adaptive devel opnent;

(6) neet the standards of the State, including the
requi renents of this Act;

(7) include one or nore of the follow ng:

(A famly training,

(B) social wor k servi ces, i ncl udi ng
counsel ing, and hone visits,

(C special instruction,

(D) speech, |anguage pathol ogy and audi ol ogy,

(E) occupational therapy,

(F) physical therapy,

(G psychol ogi cal services,

(H) service coordination services,

(I') nedical services only for diagnostic or
eval uati on purposes,

(J) wearly i dentification, screeni ng, and
assessnent services,

(K) health services specified by the |ead
agency as necessary to enable the infant or toddler

to benefit from the other early i ntervention
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servi ces,
(L) vision services,
(M transportation, and
(N) assistive technol ogy devices and services;
(8 are provided by qualified personnel, including
but not limted to:
(A) child devel opnent specialists or special
educat ors,
(B) speech and | anguage pathol ogi sts and
audi ol ogi st s,
(C occupational therapists,
(D) physical therapists,
(E) social workers,
(F) nurses,
(G nutritionists,
(H optonetrists,
(I') psychol ogists, and
(J) physicians;
(9) are provi ded in conformty W th an
| ndi vi dual i zed Fam |y Service Pl an;
(10) are provided throughout the year; and
(11) are provi ded in nat ur al envi ronnent s,
including the home and comrunity settings in which
i nfants and toddlers wi t hout disabilities woul d
partici pate to t he ext ent det erm ned by t he
mul tidi sciplinary Individualized Famly Service Pl an.
(f) "Individualized Famly Service Plan" or "Plan" neans
a witten plan for providing early intervention services to a
child eligible under this Act and the child's famly, as set
forth in Section 11.
(g) "Local interagency agreenent” neans an agreenent
entered into by local comunity and State and regional
agencies receiving early intervention funds directly fromthe

State and nmade in accordance wth State I nt er agency
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agreenents providing for the delivery of early intervention
services wwthin a local comunity area.

(h) "Council"™ means the Illinois Interagency Council on
Early Intervention established under Section 4.

(1) "Lead agency" neans the State agency responsible for

admnistering this Act and receiving and disbursing public

funds received in accordance with State and federal |aw and
rul es.
(1-5) "Central billing office" nmeans the central billing

office created by the | ead agency under Section 13.

(j) "Child find" means a service which identifies
eligible infants and toddl ers.

(k) "Regional intake entity" neans the |ead agency's
designated entity responsible for inplenentation of the Early
Intervention Services Systemwithin its designated geographic

ar ea.

(1) "Early ntervention provider" means an individual
who is qualified, as defined by the | ead agency, to provide
one or nore types of early intervention services, and who has
enrolled as a provider in the early intervention program

(m "Fully credentialed early intervention provider"
means an individual who has net the standards in the State
applicable to the rel evant profession, and has net such other
qualifications as the | ead agency has determ ned are suitable
for personnel provi di ng early i ntervention servi ces,
including pediatric experience, education, and continuing
educati on. The | ead agency shal | establish t hese
qualifications by rule filed no later than 180 days after the
effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd GCenera

Assenbl y.

Sec. 13.50. Early Intervention Legislative Advisory
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Committee. No later than 60 days after the effective date of
this anmendatory Act of 92nd CGeneral Assenbly, there shall be
convened the Early I ntervention Legi sl ative Advi sory
Commttee. The mmjority and mnority |eaders of the Ceneral
Assenbly shall each appoint 2 nenbers to the Commttee. The
Commttee's term is for a period of 4 2 years, and the

Commi ttee shall publicly convene no less than 4 tinmes per

year. The Conmittee's responsibilities shall include, but not
be limted to, providing guidance to the |ead agency
regar di ng programmatic and fiscal managenent and
accountability, provi der devel opnment and accountability,
contracting, and program outconme neasures. During the life

of the Commttee, on a quarterly basis, or nore often as the
Comm ttee may request, the | ead agency shall provide to the
Comm ttee, and sinultaneously to the public, through postings
on the lead agency's early intervention website, quarterly
reports containing nonthly data and other early intervention
program information that the Commttee requests. The first
data report nust be supplied no later than Septenber 21,
2001, and nust include the previous 2 quarters of data.
