As required,

this repoft will show you our state fiscal support

and expenditures by county during the repofted

period. However, I am especially honored to

highlight some of our successes.

2021 followed on the heals of the lllinois

National Guard being on the frontline against

COVID-19 response where approximately 1,650

lllinois National Guard members mobilized to per-

form a myriad of misslons from COVID lesfrng lo
call center operations, fatality management, and

supporl of a multiple health care facilities across

the state. These 1,650 Guardsmen peiormed

over 95,000 duty days in suppol of COVID op-

erations achieving the following:
, Conducted over 250,000 COVID fesfs on

lllinois citizens by National Guard-run Community

Based Iestrng Srtes
, Delivered 8-million masks and almost

S-thousand pallets of personal protective equip-

ment.
, Two hundred Guardsmen suppofted IEMA

and 40 health depaiments providing medical
planning suppoft, logistical suppol and liaison

officers to ensure immediate statewide response.
, Managed and delivered 3.3 million cloth

masks to schoo/s

ln 2021, the lllinois National Guard didn't
just play an impoftant role in testing, but also vac-

cinating. With more than 1 ,700 ///rnols So/dlers

and Airmen on duty, almost 1.9 million vaccina-

tions were administered in 241 lllinois communi-

tles.

suppofting operations here at home. Allthe while

the ILNG had more than 1,000 troops deployed

oyerseas.

ln 2021, Lincoln's Challenge Academy

continued to change the lives of some of our

state's at-risk youth. The program graduated 90

cadets in the last year and continues to have a

major impact across fhe sfafe.

Fiscal year 2021 was busy. Our service

members performed exceptionally well while ful-

filling our missions at home and abroad, and we

have improved our professional and tactical skills

to be ready for fufure missions. I could not be

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The lllinois National Guard, a jointArmy and
Air Force organization, operates under the lllinois
Department of Military Affairs and is commanded
by The Adjutant General, a two-star general
appointed by the Governor.

The lllinois Army National Guard is
approximately 10,000 strong, while the lllinois
Air National Guard comprises about 3,100, for a
combined strength of 13,'100 members. Under
Department of Defense plans, the lllinois National
Guard stands shoulder-to-shoulder with the active
duty components inproviding our nation's defense
capability. The lllinois Army National Guard
maintains 49 readiness centers (48 state-owned
and one federally licensed), three joint armed
forces reserve centers, one state headqua(ers
facility, one military education facility, one military
museum, two outdoor weapons range complexes,
two kaining areas, three Army Aviation Support
Facilities and 24 vehicle maintenance facilities in
49 communities throughout the state.The lllinois
Air National Guard maintains large bases at two
civilian airports and one active U.S. Air ForceBase.

The lllinois Department of Military Affairs,
headquartered at Camp Lincoln in Springfield,
is responsible for all matters relating to the
lllinois National Guard. As a department
of state government, DtttlAlL oversees and
manages the daily operations of the lllinois
National Guard and its related activities.
The department became a part of the
executive branch of state government July
8, 1957, as currently stipulated by the
lllinois Compiled Statutes, Chapter 20, Act
1805. The department is the official channel
of communication between the federal
government and the State of lllinois on all
matters relating to the lllinois National Guard.
State funding is under the supervision of
the Comptroller Division of the department.
Federal appropriations are supervised by the
U.S. Property and Fiscal Officer for lllinois. The
department brings in significant federal dollars
to the state through personnel, equipment and
training support funds for operations, training
exercises and assigned missions.
