Re: Data Governance and Organization to Support Equity and Racial Justice Act Section 20-15(a) Report

This report is issued pursuant to the provisions of Section 20-15(a) of the Data Governance and Organization to
Support Equity and Racial Justice Act (“the Act”) (20 ILCS 65/20-1). The Act requires Department of Corrections to
report statistical data on the racial, ethnic, age, sex, disability status, sexual orientation, gender identity, and primary
or preferred language demographics of program participants for each major program the Department of Corrections
administers.

Introduction

In the first Annual March Data Governance and Organization to Support Equity and Racial Justice Act Report, the
Illinois Department of Corrections identified the following “major programs” and corresponding participant
populations for analysis:

For each major program identified in the Department of Corrections’ March 2022 report, this report will provide
statistical data where available for each of demographic dispositions enumerated in the Act: race, age, sex, disability
status, sexual orientation, gender identity and primary or preferred language.

Section 20-15(e) of the Act states “if the Board or Department is unable to begin reporting the data required by
subsection (a) by July 1, 2022, the Board or the Department shall state the reasons for the delay under the reporting
requirements.” As of the date of this report the lllinois Department of Corrections was unable to begin reporting the
following data: Gender Identify and Sexual Orientation.

The Illinois Department of Corrections does not track Gender Identity and Sexual Orientation for Individuals in
Custody.

The Illinois Department of Corrections does not track Primary Language Preference for Individuals in Custody.
Change Management Efforts and Potential Challenges

Collecting gender identity and sexual orientation information might have the potential to be detrimental to the
Individuals in Custody by exposing personal preferences and beliefs. Currently the lllinois Department of Corrections
does not track Individuals in Custody Primary Language Preference. The Department can review the intake policies
to study the feasibility of asking for this information.

Methodology

The information contained in this report is based solely on the data reported to the provided by program
participants and collected by programming personal for the various major programs. The data provided by program
participants has not been audited for completeness and quality, therefore, no baseline for comparison has been
established.

For the purpose of this report, program participants are defined as Individuals in Custody. The program participants
count is the number of distinct individuals that have been identified as program participants regardless of
demographic category.

The data provided in this report was pulled from the Department of Corrections Offender 360 (0360) program. Data
is input and continuously updated by the employees of the Department of Corrections at all the various facilities
across lllinois, from initial intake, program participation to when an individual leaves the Department’s custody.

Race and Ethnicity

The Act provides that the lllinois Department of Corrections “shall use the same racial and ethnic classifications for
each program.” 20 ILCS 65/20-15(a). The enumerated classifications are:

(1) American Indian and Alaska Native alone.

(2) Asian alone.

(3) Black or African American alone.

(4) Hispanic or Latino of any race.

(5) Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander alone.
(6) White alone.

(7) Some other race alone.

(8) Two or more races.

Id. The Act further allows for the lllinois Department of Corrections to “further define the racial and ethnic
categories[.]”

As the lllinois Department of Corrections is required to comply with federal reporting requirements for is programs,
the Illinois Department of Corrections has provided information relating to the following categories in its report.
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Ethnicity

The information provided to the Department is Latina/Latino/Latinx/Hispanic or Indigenous or no information
provided.

Age
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Male or female is the only information provided.
