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In accordance with the Unified Code of Corrections, Acting Director Rob Jeffreys respectfully submits the following data
regarding the award of sentence credit for good conduct, or also known as “Supplemental Sentence Credit” to the
General Assembly. This sentence credit of up to 180 days was awarded at the discretion of the Department to eligible
individuals in custody pursuant to Section 3-6-3(a)(3) of the Code of Corrections.

For the time period represented in this report; October 1, 2019 through September 30, 2020; there was 1 individual in
custody that exited with an average of 180.0 days of supplemental sentence credits. Further, 2 cases had supplemental
sentence credits revoked with an average of 9.5 days.

A) the number of individuals awarded sentence credit for good conduct;

B) the average amount of sentence credit for good conduct awarded;

C) the holding offenses of individuals in custody awarded sentence credit for good conduct; and

D) the number of sentence credit for good conduct revocations.
