On or about November 23, 2022, a DCFS Adoption Specialist worker’s vehicle was stolen in Chicago, IL 

with a work file box inside.  The box contained files that included confidential client information.  A police 

report has been filed and the vehicle and all files have been recovered.  The total number of individuals 

involved in this breach is 46. 

 

DCFS sincerely regrets this incident.  DCFS has contacted the affected individuals and provided them with 

information about credit monitoring services and other ways to protect their identity.
