VIDEO REVIEW 
A. To ensure officers are adhering to department policies and procedures, supervisory personnel shall conduct documented random reviews of video files of personnel under their command. 

1. Each platoon Sergeant should randomly conduct in-car camera (ICC) video reviews of officers in their platoon each police period. Video reviews should include at least 20 minutes (total) of each officer’s actions and should include at least two videos (ex: Sergeant has 8 Officers in their platoon would warrant a minimum of 16 videos reviewed for a minimum total viewing time of 160 minutes during the police period). The review is for: 

a) Assessing officer performance, professionalism, and safety 

b) Determining if the mobile video equipment is functioning and being properly used 

c) Identifying any material that may be appropriate for training 

2. The Watch Commander or Watch Captain should review at least one ICC video, on average, each workday, for a minimum of at least 16 per police period. This total can be divided between the Commander and Captain. At least five of these reviews should be of their subordinate Sergeants’ interaction with persons other than Officers. The other reviews should be of videos already reviewed by the platoon Sergeants of officers’ activities. 

3. Generally, minor infractions and minor deviations from Department policy observed through the review of digitally recorded data will not be subject to discipline and will be treated as a training opportunity.
