“Major program” is not defined by the statute so the Department has adopted the 

following definition provided by the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget: a major program is a 

program with an enacted appropriation of greater than $1 million in each fiscal year; direct services 

provided to individuals and/or a reasonable expectation that demographic information can be aggregated 

via proxy data without substantial cost or disruption to program delivery. The Illinois Department of 

Corrections has further defined “program participants” as individuals in the custody and control of the 

Illinois Department of Corrections.
