The Illinois Prisoner Review Board is pleased to submit its forty-sixth annual report, summarizing 

the Board’s operations throughout calendar year 2022. 

 

The Board serves four primary missions: (1) bipartisan, independent review, adjudication, and en-

forcement of behavioral rules for offenders; (2) parole consideration reviews and decisions for all 

adult offenders with “indeterminate” sentences; (3) hearings and confidential reports and recom-

mendations to the Governor regarding all requests for executive clemency; (4) protection and con-

sideration of the rights and concerns of victims when making decisions or recommendations re-

garding parole, executive clemency, conditions of release, or revocation of parole or release. 

 

The Board worked diligently to refine policies and procedures and continued ongoing efforts to 

digitize paper processes and Board operations. All steps in the right direction to make the Board 

run more efficiently and effectively.   

 

January of 2022 brought the enactment of the Joe Coleman Medical Release Act.  This act provides 

another means for seriously ill men and women in the Department of Corrections to be considered 

by the Board for release on parole or Mandatory Supervised Release.  The Board conducted 78 Joe 

Coleman Hearings in 2022. 

 

The Board also worked with thousands of other parties to conduct over 23,000 hearings for the 

people of the State of Illinois including over 1,100 Executive Clemency Hearings and over 4,700 

Final Revocation Hearings.  In many categories, these numbers continue to rise annually. 

 

As always, the Board remains steadfast in its dedication to the law enforcement goals of the State, 

and we will continue to seek to further refine and improve the release supervision system in Illi-

nois.

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Prior to February 1, 1978, the Illi-
nois Prisoner Review Board (“the 
Board”) was a division of the Illinois 
Department of Corrections (“IDOC”) 
known as the Parole and Pardon 
Board.   Today the Board is a quasi-
judicial entity that makes decisions 
concerning adult and juvenile prison 
inmate matters.  By statue it is cur-
rently composed of 15 Members who 
are appointed by the Governor, with 
the approval of the State Senate.   
 
While the number of classic parole 
cases has decreased in recent years, 
today the greater part of the Board’s 
time is employed in holding parole 
revocation hearings, consisting of 
technical and new sentence revoca-
tions.  These hearings are held at the 
various penal institutions around the 
state.  The hearings can be complex 
fact-finding affairs involving attor-
neys on both sides of the questions, 
witness testimony, cross-
examinations, and volumes of docu-
mentary evidence. 
 
These kinds of hearings and reviews 
are with juvenile and adult institu-
tions, and are at the heart of the 
Board’s duties.  On any given 
month, the Board will conduct hear-
ings with all institutions, sometimes 
twice a month. 
 
Executive Clemency 
Perhaps the most visible work the 
Board does involves executive clem-
ency proceedings, which occur four 
times a year.  Three times in Chicago 
and once in Springfield the Board 
convenes to hear petitions from indi-
viduals seeking Clemency in the 
form of a Pardon, an Expungement, 
a Commutation or some other form 
of relief from the Governor.   
 

 
Confidential Recommendations are 
made to the Governor after these 
hearings are held and they are sent to 
his office for a final determination.  
Most petitioners request public hear-
ings, but the Board also reviews peti-
tions without a public hearing if the 
petitioner so chooses. 
 
Victim Notification 
One of the Board’s other historically 
significant mandates has been to pro-
vide victim notification services.  
The Board has a specialized Victim 
Notification Unit (“VNU”) that doc-
uments the names and addresses of 
persons who request to be included 
in its registry.  
 
The VNU is devoted to alerting vic-
tims and their families of the im-
pending release of an individual in 
custody from IDOC.   
 
By allowing the victims to be in-
volved in the process, it is the 
Board’s intention to assist them in 
experiencing less frustration with the 
criminal justice system.  Victims and 
their loved ones call, write, email or 
very often meet with Board members 
to register their opposition to parole 
or to request special conditions of 
parole.  This is all coordinated by a 
small, dedicated staff that compose 
the VNU and the Operations Unit.  
Board members and staff work 
closely with victim advocates and 
state’s attorneys throughout Illinois 
to coordinate efforts to protect the 
rights of crime victims. 
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The Board also convenes daily/
weekly to deliberate and prepare 
orders which enumerate the condi-
tions that an individual in custody 
shall abide by while on parole/
mandatory supervised release.  In an 
average month, the Board will issue 
approximately 929 orders for  indi-
viduals in custody who are due to be 
placed on mandatory supervised 
release pursuant to law. 
 
C-Number Hearings 
Before 1978, one of the Board's pri-
mary mandates was to hold parole 
eligibility hearings for individuals 
in custody whose sentences were of 
indeterminate durations.  After that 
date, when determinate (flat) sen-
tences were legislated in Illinois, the 
number of classic parole hearings 
for what have become known as C-
number individuals, was fixed at a 
group of approximately 16,500 in-
mates, a number that has been whit-
tled down to approximately 75 in 
the course of the years.  These hear-
ings continue to be held across the 
State and constitute the Board’s 
most contested and deliberated 
hearings.  The Board monthly at its 
Springfield headquarters to thor-
oughly discuss and vote on these 
special cases. 
 
Other Hearings 
The Board also reviews IDOC’s 
recommendations for revocation of 
individual in custody’s good con-
duct credits when there has been an 
alleged violation of institutional 
rules. The Board provides a hearing 
to permit an individual in custody to 
make a defense against the allega-
tion, before deciding whether to re-
voke these credits.   

 
Joe Coleman Act  
The Joe Coleman Act was enacted 
on January 1, 2022.  This Act gives 
the Board the sole discretion to gran 
medical release.  A grant of medical 
release under this Act shall be an act 
of executive and legislative grace 
and shall be at the sole discretion of 
the Prisoner Review Board. 
 
Juvenile Hearings 
Finally, the Board carries out spe-
cialized juvenile parole hearings at 
eight juvenile institutions each 
month under provisions of the Juve-
nile Court Act.  These hearings mir-
ror the adult hearings described 
above, but are conducted pursuant 
to different laws than those ob-
served in the adult hearings.   



Recidivism  
With the State confronting a recidivism 
rate of approximately 36.7%1, the reinte-
gration of individuals back into society 
from incarceration is challenging.  Pres-
ently, there is an emerging belief that the 
larger price is being borne by society, 
since the practical barriers facing people 
with criminal records make it more like-
ly that they will slip back into a life of 
crime if not effectively addressed. 
 
One of the overwhelming requests to the 
Board on clemency issues is that persons 
with convictions cannot get jobs.  Many 
employers refuse to give jobs to convict-
ed persons because they don’t trust con-
victed persons, are afraid of lawsuits on 
negligent hiring, insurance companies, 
and, in some cases, are prohibited by law 
from hiring convicted persons.  Howev-
er, the lack of jobs is compounding the 
problem.  Persons who have been con-
victed, after they have finished their 
time, are returning back to community 
only to find they can no longer find em-
ployment.  This inability to earn a living 
too often results in a reliance upon Pub-
lic Aid or a return to a life of crime in 
order to survive.  
 
In order to break the cycle of recidivism, 
we must aid convicted persons in be-
coming law-abiding citizens.  By intro-
ducing rehabilitation programs which 
specifically aid those who have served 
their debt to society, this goal can be at-
tained.

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EDITH CRIGLER, CHAIR,  appointed 
October 2011,  has been employed in a 
variety of human service positions in 
Chicago for over 40 years.  She holds 
a B.A. in Political Science and a Para 
Legal Certificate from Roosevelt Uni-
versity and an M.A. Degree in Ad-
ministration and Social Policy from 
the University of Chicago, School of 
Social Service Administration.  She is 
a nationally certified Balance and Re-
storative Justice Trainer, and was an 
Adjunct Professor in the Criminal Jus-
tice Department at Chicago State Uni-
versity.   
 
She is also a social work field instruc-
tor at the University of Chicago’s 
School of Social Service Administra-
tion and Chicago State University So-
cial Work Department. 
 
Ms. Crigler was one of the first advo-
cates in Chicago’s Domestic Violence 
court and has a long history of work-
ing on behalf of victims of domestic 
violence and other individuals who 
have been marginalized.   
Her special interest is and has been in 
the area of rights and protection of 
women and children.  She has de-
signed and conducted workshops for 
human service and law enforcement 
professionals focused on the myriad 
of issues germane to poverty.   
 
She has served as a paralegal and poli-
cy specialist for Metropolitan Family 
Services where she reviewed systemic 
problems of poverty both in metropol-
itan Chicago and the rest of the State 
of Illinois.  She has a strong expertise 
in translating bureaucratic language 

into user-friendly language for advo-
cates. 
 
Ms. Crigler was the first and only Di-
rector of the African American Cau-
cus for the Family Resource Coalition 
of America (FRCA).  At FRCA, she 
coordinated, supervised and directed 
all projects focused on African Ameri-
can family issues, which included 
publications, policy analysis, consult-
ing, and training.

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Mr. Bohland has been an active mem-

man Trafficking Task Force.  He is a 1st 
Cohort Graduate of the Illinois Coali-
tion Against Domestic Violence Lead-
ership Academy.  He also served as Co
-Chair of the ICADV Leadership De-
velopment Committee from 2017 until 
2021 after accepting his appointment to 
the Prisoner Review Board.  He is a 
Certified Domestic Violence Profes-
sional in the state of Illinois since Oc-
tober 2016, with over 200 hours of 
continued education.

He is 
also the founder of Man Up Men's 
Ministry which has operated in multi-
ple capacities including within church-
es and as an online ministry since 
2012. 
 

MATTHEW COATES, MEMBER 
appointed in July 2022. Mr. Coates 
holds an Associate Degree from Illi-
nois Central College in Liberal Arts & 
Sciences, a Bachelor of Science Degree 
in Communications from Illinois State 
University, where he was also a student
-athlete on the men’s basketball team 
and holds a Master’s Degree in Leader-
ship in Nonprofit Organizations from 
Bradley University. In 2021, he earned 
a certificate in Leadership with the 
McLean County Chamber of Com-
merce and is a graduate of Peoria 
County Citizens Leadership Academy.

Ms. Daniels holds both a 
BA in Sociology from Chicago State 
University and Bachelor of Biblical 
Studies from Dominion College of 
Theology and has been employed, 
through various positions, in the areas 
of both human and civil service for ap-
proximately 15 years. Additionally, as 
a result of the loss of her youngest son 
to street violence, Ms. Daniels has be-
come trained in the field of Restorative 
Justice as a Circle Facilitator and is 
founder of a behavioral health services 
organization, dedicated to assisting 
families who have lost a loved one to 
gun violence or incarceration.

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JULIE GLOBOKAR, MEMBER, ap-
pointed in July 2022.  Dr. Globokar 
holds a PhD in Criminology, Law, and 
Justice and an M.A. in Criminal Justice 
from the University of Illinois at Chi-
cago, and a B.A. in Psychology with a 
minor in Criminal Justice from the 
University of Wisconsin at White-
water.  As a university professor she 
has taught courses including Criminol-
ogy, Gangs & Society, and Emerging 
Trends & Issues in Corrections.  She 
has published works about victim ser-
vices, family violence, crime causation, 
and community corrections. 
 
Since 2017 Dr. Globokar has been deeply in-
volved in anti-violence work on Chicago’s West 
side, most notably as the founding chairperson of 
the board for the highly regarded violence preven-
tion and intervention program Boxing Out Nega-
tivity. 
 
JEFFREY GRUBBS, MEMBER, ap-
pointed in November 2022.  He most re-
cently served as the Chief of Police for 
the City of Carbondale.  As Chief of Po-
lice, Grubbs ensured that the entire force 
was trained in De-Escalation and each 
officer was state certified as a juvenile 
officer.  Prior to Grubbs’ departure, ef-
forts to train the entire department as Cri-
sis Intervention Team Officers (CIT of-
ficers) had also begun.  During his tenure, 
the City’s Uniform Crime Report index 
reached its lowest levels in more than 25 
years.  
 
Prior to his appointment as Chief of Po-
lice, Grubbs served as a Deputy Chief of 
Police, Police Lieutenant, Police Ser-
geant, and as a Police Officer.  During his 
career in law enforcement, Grubbs was 
recognized by the Carbondale Police De-
partment with the Chief’s Award of Valor 
and he is also a recipient of the Illinois 
Police Association’s Distinguished Law 
Enforcement Officer Award. 
Grubbs received advanced, professional 
law enforcement training from the FBI  

 
National Academy and the FBI Law En-
forcement Executive Development pro-
grams in Quantico, VA.  Grubbs holds an 
Associate of Applied Science from 
Southeastern Illinois College and a Bach-
elor of Science and Master of Public Ad-
ministration from Southern Illinois Uni-
versity Carbondale. 
 
RODGER HEATON, MEMBER, ap-
pointed to the Board in May 2022.  He 
was a practicing attorney from 1985 – 
2022, serving both as a federal prose-
cutor and as a defense attorney 
throughout his legal career.  For sever-
al years, Mr. Heaton was the Director 
of Public Safety in Illinois, supervising 
all of the public safety agencies and 
boards, and the Homeland Security Ad-
visor to the Governor.  In addition, he 
served as the Chairman of the 
Statewide Commission on Criminal 
Justice and Sentencing Reform.  For 
several years, he taught a course at the 
University of Illinois College of Law 
regarding White Collar Crime. 
 
2021.  Mrs. Miller was appointed in Sep-
tember 2021.  She comes with 35 years of 
educational experience.  Mrs. Miller has 
over 20 years working in the Illinois De-
partment of Corrections/School District 
428.  She worked as an Educator, Assis-
tant Principal, Principal, Associate Super-
intendent of the Southern Region, and 
Superintendent of the School Dis-
trict.  Mrs. Miller has worked in every 
Correctional facility in the State of Illi-
nois. 

Mrs. Miller graduated with a BS in Edu-
cation and a MS in Educational Admin-
istration from Southern Illinois Universi-
ty-Carbondale.  Her work experience has 
mostly been with the Department of Cor-
rections/School District 428 but has sev-
eral years working as a Principal in the 
public schools. 



 
 
DONALD  SHELTON, MEMBER, 
appointed in September 2012.  He re-
tired from the Champaign Police De-
partment after 23 years of service, the 
last 14 years at the rank of Patrol Ser-
geant.  Mr. Shelton is credited with 
starting the agency's Crime Scene 
Unit.  He taught a Basic Investigative 
Photography course for many down-
state police departments, as well as a 
digital photography class as an adjunct 
faculty member of the Suburban Law 
Enforcement Academy (College of Du-
Page).  At the Champaign Police De-
partment he held various assignments in 
the Investigations Division, is a Field 
Training Officer, and on a street crimes 
unit. 

 

ROBIN SHOFFNER, MEMBER, 
appointed May 2022.  She is a gradu-
ate of the University of Missouri 
School of Journalism and the 
Creighton University School 
Law.  As trial attorney for more than 
25 years, Ms. Shoffner represented 
municipalities in all aspects of feder-
al civil rights litigation, including 
Section 1983 constitutional viola-
tions.  She is also a former Circuit 
Court of Cook County judge where 
she was assigned a voluminous court 
call involving civil and misdemeanor 
cases.  Ms. Shoffner is an advisory 
member and lecturer of I Am A Gen-
tleman Inc., an organization that 
serves at-risk boys and young men of 
color, ages 13-20, from under-
resourced communities.    

 

 

CARMEN TERRONES, MEMBER, 
appointed in June 2022.  She is the 
fourth daughter of Carmen, mother of 
Isabella, Claudia, and Victoria, and sis-
ter to eight siblings, and I identify as an 
American of Mexican Heritage.   
Thirty years were spent as a Senior Ad-
ministrator with the systems created to 
support young people to do better after 
committing an offense, Cook County 
Juvenile Probation Department and Illi-
nois Department of Juvenile Justice.
