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Petitions for Relief Brought Under 430 ILCS 65/10 
 
 In two (2) relevant cases, the petitioner sought relief from the relevant firearm prohibition under 
the provisions of 430 ILCS 65/10.   
 
Damion T. Whitney v. Illinois State Police— Damion T. Whitney alleged his FOID card was 
revoked after a law enforcement agency reported him to ISP as a clear and present danger 
following a domestic violence incident.  The Court dismissed the case for procedural reasons. ISP 
decision upheld. 
 
Peter J. Zack v. Illinois State Police— Peter J. Zack alleged his FOID card and concealed carry 
license were revoked after the Batavia Police Department reported him to ISP as a clear and present 
danger following a Facebook posting by Zack. Zack alleges he filed a FOID Appeal in October 
2019 and ISP did not respond. The Plaintiff filed a Summons and Complaint in Kane County 
Circuit Court seeking relief. The Court dismissed the case for procedural reasons. ISP decision 
upheld.
