Day 1 (Static-99r) Description:

The Static- 99R is the most widely used actuarial risk assessment tool in the United States. The Static- 99R identifies the RISK part of the risk-needs-responsivity model of treatment need identification. Participants learned the most updated scoring rules for the Static 99-R and how to utilize Static 99-R conclusions to inform treatment and supervision.

Day 2 (Stable 2007) Description:

The STABLE-2007 is one of the most widely used risk assessment tools for measuring dynamic risk factors for sex offender recidivism.  Participants learned about the development of the instrument, item-by-item instructions on how to reliably score the measures and interpret their findings, and guidance on incorporating STABLE-2007 results in written reports.
